Mr. Ward opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance and welcomed Ron Meier who is temporarily taking the place of Anna Morrow who resigned her position.

MINUTES OF JULY 13, 2016 – Motion was made by Deborah Neanover to approve the minutes of July 13, 2016, and Jeff Batchler 2nd. All-in-Favor (AIF), Motion Carried (M/C).

Executive Director Cindy Orschell gave the Board an update regarding the Harding property and presented pictures, dated November 12, 2015 and August 10, 2016. She stated that it appeared as though two cars had been removed, but a mobile home remained which was too close to the road. Mr. Ward asked what the next steps would be to remedy the violations. After discussion, it was decided by the Board that Ms. Davis should write to Attorney Watson and request that clean-up be completed within 60 days or a $500 fine will be imposed and that if no agreement is reached, then case will proceed to trial. Ms. Orschell was asked to return to the property a day or so prior to the October meeting to verify whether clean-up has been undertaken and report back to the Board. 

Ms. Orschell also provided an update regarding the Barricklow property. IDEM wants one more site visit before deciding whether to close the case file.  Mr. Ward questioned what IDEM thought as to whether the poles were allowed to remain on the property.  The Board decided to wait and see what IDEM decides and then proceed from there.

Mr. Braun  gave an update as to the status of the cell towers on St. Mary’s Road and Pumphouse Road. Ms. Orschell stated that Section 80.06.03 H. states that construction must start within 12 months and be completed within three years after construction begins.

There being no further business before the Board, Mr. Batchler made a motion to adjourn and Mr. Braun 2nd.  AIF. M/C.
