Mr. McMillin opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance.

MINUTES OF MAY 11, 2016 – Motion was made by Mr. Braun to approve the minutes of May 11, 2016, and Anna Morrow 2nd. All-in-Favor (AIF), Motion Carried (MC).

Executive Director Cindy Orschell informed the Board that her office had received a complaint from a resident who had his land surveyed and discovered that the neighbor’s garage additions were within 4 foot of the common property line. After discussion, the APC board members determined that this would not be considered an encroachment, but a possible violation of the zoning code regarding setbacks. The Board decided that after investigation, if the building is found to have been built without a permit and/or was built in the zoning setback boundaries, then the owner will be notified by the Executive Director of the violation(s).  The owner will then need to apply for a Building Permit, including late fee, and submit a Request for Variance. 

The Board was informed by Ms. Orschell that June 20, 2016, is the deadline for budgets.  Ms. Orschell requested pay increases for APC employees due to the fact that there have been no pay raises for 5 years. She also requested a pay increase for Tammy Davis, the APC/BZA attorney, since she has been the attorney since 2007, and has never received an increase. Increased amounts for office supplies and advertising costs are also being requested. The proposed budget will be emailed to the APC members, prior to June 20, 2016, for review.

After a discussion regarding proposed code changes to Section 80.05.03 and Section 80.05.10, Mr. Ward recommended using the same language recommended from last meeting. Mr. McMillin requested that Executive Director Orschell advertise the proposed code changes for public hearing at the July meeting as follows:

	2b - (DELETE ENTIRE SECTION)
	2c - CHANGE “5 ft” to be “4 ft”
	(INSERT) 5.1 All above ground swimming pools with a minimum of 48 inch high or greater side 	walls shall be excluded from the fencing provision in paragraph c above, if it has a removable 	ladder which can be removed and locked or secured to prevent access by unintended 	intruders.  The location shall meet all of the other requirements herein.  These types of 	swimming pools shall be installed in accordance with all other state, federal laws and NFPA for 	electrical safety standards.  Ladder must be removed or secured when not in use or left 	unattended.
	Revision: Section 80.05.10
	E. (CHANGE) “5 ft” to be “4 ft”
	(INSERT) E.1 For above ground pool exception see 80.05.03 5.1
Mr. McMillin inquired as to the status of the recommended code changes which had previously been sent to the Commissions for approval. Ms. Orschell informed the board members that all recommendations were approved by the commissions with the exception of the proposed swimming pool code changes. 

Mr. Derickson requested a status update on the Barricklow property. Ms. Orschell stated that she had spoken with attorney Davis who informed her that she had been in contact with Roxanne, but nothing had been scheduled at this time. IDEM is in the process of checking into this situation.
