Mr. McMillin opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance.

MINUTES OF APRIL 13, 2016 – Motion was made by Mr. Braun to approve the minutes of April 13, 2016, and Debbie Neanover 2nd, All-in-Favor (AIF), Motion Carried (MC).

It was determined that this meeting was properly advertised as a public hearing for the purpose of reviewing recommended changes to the Franklin County Citizens' Code which recommendations would then be forwarded to the Franklin County Commissioners for review and action thereon. All recommended changes were also properly advertised. The two members of the audience were informed that this was a public meeting and they could participate in the hearing if they so desired.  As most of the recommended changes were clerical, it was decided that it was not necessary to go through each recommendation. Together with the clerical changes, several additions to the code were recommended including Conditional Use for Firehouse, definition for Site Plan, and revision of Section 80.05.03 Swimming Pools. It was decided that the Site Plan definition would be revisited at a later date, if necessary, but that the Conditional Use for Firehouse should be added to the code. Note was made that the Indexing section was inaccurate as the software implemented did not function properly. 
	Audience member, Ms. Greene, asked if the APC will be left out of the loop regarding small animal control. The previous vote was 4/3 against the recommended change and therefore the commissioners would review such recommendation for further consideration.
	Mr. Derickson, having previously provided language pertaining to proposed swimming pool code changes, motioned to send a favorable recommendation for this change to the commissioners. The previously published, proposed language was as follows: 
	Revision: Section 80.05.03, Swimming Pools, Pg. 55
1. 	No person shall construct, remodel or alter any (insert) [in-ground] swimming pool….
	Add: Paragraph, 5 – Above ground Swimming Pool
	5.1 	All above ground swimming pools with a minimum of 48 inch high or greater side walls shall be 	excluded from the fencing provision in paragraphs 2.b & c above, if it has a removable ladder which can 	be removed & locked or secured to prevent access by unintended intruders. The location shall meet all 	of the other requirements herein. These types of swimming pools shall be installed in accordance 	with all other state, federal laws and NFPA for electrical safety standards.
	5.2 	A permit shall be required along with a site plan to ensure that the location does not interfere 	with other services (utility – includes underground electric, telephone, gas lines (natural & LP) and septic 	systems. 
	Revision: Section 80.05.10, Fences, pg. 59
	Section 80.05.10 E, Swimming Pool Fences,
	Every outdoor (insert) [in-ground] swimming pool, which is more than 18 inches in depth…. 

	Mr. Derickson’s motion did not carry for lack of a second. Mr. Ward moved to forward an unfavorable recommendation to the commissioners. Mr. Braun seconded. AIF. MC.   (Note: This motion was later amended by Mr. Ward).
	Mr. Braun motioned to forward a favorable recommendation to the commissioners regarding the remaining amendments to the code which motion was seconded by Mr. Ward. AIF. MC.
	After another extended discussion regarding Mr. Derickson’s previously advertised swimming pool code changes, Mr. Ward motioned to amend his previous motion regarding an unfavorable recommendation for swimming pool code changes and motioned to re-advertise new proposed swimming pool code changes. Various scenarios were discussed and the board agreed to have Mr. Ward re-draft proposed swimming pool code changes for re-advertisement and reconsideration. Mr. Derickson 2nd. AIF. M/C.
	Under further business, Ms. Neanover discussed a situation in Mt. Carmel where impounded cars were parked in streets very close to the highway and presented a safety hazard. Ms. Davis suggested that the attorney for Mt. Carmel be contacted to remedy the situation. 
	Mr. Braun questioned the time frame for cell towers to be built as he has seen several proposed cell tower sites around the county. Ms. Orschell stated that the permit, according to Section 80.06.03, H., provides for a one year start date and three year project finish date. 
	Mr. Braun requested a status update on the Barricklow situation to which attorney Davis stated that Rumpke had been utilized, but the current progress was unknown.  Ms. Davis will call the owner for an update and revisit the situation.

ADJOURNMENT- Mr. Gillespie moved to adjourn the meeting, Ms. Morrow. AIF. Meeting adjourned at 8:05 p.m.
