RESOLUTION- Mr. McMillin recommends some important review points to add to the resolution; public relations, fiscal management responsibilities, and the taxpayers for fill-out a survey, a list of all citizens who call or visit the APC office or communicate by email, conduct a ½ hour of review at every meeting, and the monthly report of budget to the APC.  Mr. Jonas recommends to add; staying within the budget and if there are any significant complaints against the employee. Mr. Steele likes the idea of the survey card, but questions the purpose of the list of all citizens who call, visit or email the APC office.  Mr. McMillin feels every organization has a customer list database with customers names, numbers and email addresses for communication purposes.   The board wants to see the monthly budget report.  
Mr. Steele opened the regular scheduled meeting at 7:00 with the pledge of allegiance.

LETTER OF RESIGNATION FROM RICHARD PLACKE- Mr. Steele read Mr. Placke’s letter of resignation.  Mr. Franzman is to send a letter for his replacement.
MINUTES- 4/11/2012- MOTION- Mr. McMillin motioned to approve the minutes of April 11, 2012, Mr. Gillespie 2nd.  MC. AIF.
RZ-2-12-18755 FOR RANDALL SIDELL to change the present zoning designation from Secondary Agriculture to General Business in Section 7 of Salt Creek Township located on 8032 Davidson Road containing .50 of an acre.  Mr. & Mrs. Sidell were present.  Mr. Sidell is wanting to obtain a Federal Firearms license and in order to do that he has to be in a Business District and Mr. Franzman recommended he  create a .50 acre tract for the rezone.   Federal Law says he has to comply with local zoning regulations.  The board will be looking for alternatives other than a rezone for this type of application.  Mr. McMillin explains why he doesn’t want to consider a zoning change because of spot zoning and a zoning change is permanent.    Mr. Franzman feels this type of application is something that will continue to happen.  No adjoining property owners were present.  MOTION- Mr. Gillespie motioned for a favorable recommendation to the County Commissioners, Mr.   McMillin 2nd.  AIF. MC. 
BARRICKLOW CASE – The fine is up to $718,000.  Mr. Gillespie and the County Commissioners visited Mr. Barricklow on April 16, nothing was resolved.  The state (IDEM) gave Mr. Barricklow a list of items to remove in ninety (90) days.   Mr. Monroe recommends to send Duke Energy a registered letter.  Mr. Gary Byrd, neighbor said he has been storing these materials since the 1970’s.  The board instructed Mrs. Davis to send a letter to Duke Energy.      
PIPELINE- Mr. Bruce Olson met with Mr. Franzman concerning the pipeline.  What kind of information will the pipeline need when filing a conditional use?  The pipeline will carry ethane gas for making plastics.   The board felt Mr. Franzman should also get with the County Commissioners and asked Mr. Franzman to attend the next Commissioners meeting. The pipeline will travel from the East coast to Seymour.
ADJOURNAMENT- Mr. Gillespie motioned to adjourn the meeting, Mr. Jonas 2nd.  AIF. MC. Meeting adjourned at 8:19 p.m.
