Mr. McMillin opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance.

MOTION TO APPROVE 7/8/15 MINUTES – Mr. McMillin stated that since there were only 3 in Favor of approving the 6/10/15 Minutes he requested a Motion to Ratify the 6/10/15 Minutes.  Mr. Derickson had a correction to pg. 3 of the 7/8/15 Minutes.  This revision is to correct Attorney Brown’s statement regarding property valuation and changing 200 ft. to 700 ft.  Mr. Derickson moved to ratify the 6/10/15 Minutes.  Mr. Ward 2nd.  AIF. MC.  Mrs. Morrow moved to approve the 7/8/15 Minutes after the review of the tape.  Mr. Ward 2nd.  AIF.  MC.

CENTRAL STATES TOWER/NORTON- Per Mrs. Davis email, Attorney Brown requested to continue the matter until the September meeting.  Mr. Derickson moved to continue the matter and add the EMF report to the 8/12/15 Minutes. Mr. Ward 2nd.  AIF.  MC.  Mr. Derickson provided a report by Lloyd Burrell, “EMF Protection”, and discussed the effects of EMF.  He stated that the report suggests that the optimal distance between a cell tower and a residence is 400m.  He stated there are some safety concerns with cell towers.  He believes that if the cell tower company obtains information that the EMF is harming the homeowner the company should be required to provide shielding.  Mrs. Davis advised the Board that Attorney Brown asked for a Continuance because he is looking to possibly extend the setback on the parcel in the original petition.  With regard to the Non-Disclosure Agreement or Executive Session on Verizon’s need for the cell tower and data compilation, she advised she conveyed neither would be something the Board is open to.  Mr. Dennis Seibert, in the audience, advised that he conducted his own research and he is now willing to put the tower on his property.  It was discussed that the matter should wait until Attorney Brown was present.  Mr. Brown moved to sensor any further discussion.  Mr. Gillespie 2nd.  Mr. Ward, Mrs. Morrow, Mr. Derickson, Mr. McMillin-In Favor.  Mrs. Ison-Opposed.  MC.      

EDWIN BOHMAN- Mr. McMillin advised all documents were in order.  Mr. Edwin Bohman stated he currently owns a gunsmith business, Bohman Arms, and he would like to move his business to a new property.  He currently holds a license with the ATF.  The process to move his license requires he go before the board for approval.  There were no adjoining property owners present.He advised there will not be any retail sales of ammo or storage.  Mr. Derickson moved to forward to the BZA with a favorable recommendation contingent upon no storage of black power for commercial purposes.  Mr. Brown 2nd.  AIF.  MC.  

DISCUSSION ON POOL FENCING REQUIREMENT- Mr. Derickson provided his document quoting Section 80.05.03 and added his suggested revision of no fencing for above-ground pools over 36”.  He advised the State doesn’t currently require fencing; however, does require a removable ladder.  The Board discussed the fencing proposal that would revise the zoning code.  Mrs. Morrow mentioned that revising this part of the code seems inconsistent with other decisions the APC has made.  The APC has made more restrictions for cell towers, but now are discussing being less restrictive with pools, which she believes involve more deaths than cell towers.  Mrs. Ison stated she like the code as is and she added that if a kid can climb a cell tower they can climb a fence.  Mr. Brown questioned why this revision is necessary.  Mr. McMillin asked how this addresses a health or safety issue and Mr. Derickson responded that the homeowners can determine their family needs with regard to a fence.  The discussion was then closed and it will be added to the September agenda for public input.   

BARRICKLOW- Mrs. Davis advised that there is still some money left to put towards a dumpster.  The homeowners are working with Rumpke and paying their bills.  She mentioned that the Barricklow’s stated that the APC is welcome to look at the progress.      

ELSEA- Mrs. Davis stated that the Elsea’s are violating the code.  The covenants that were in place when the Elsea’s moved in doesn’t say who they come before in this scenario.   It does mention for a building site, they would need to go to Lakeshore first then the APC, but they don’t say for this matter.  Ms. Orschell stated that the violations are that they placed a mobile home without a permit.  She asked the board how they can get a permit for a permanent residence/mobile home if they are in a campground.  They wouldn’t meet the acreage requirements.  The APC directed for Elsea to come to the Area Planning office and apply for a permit.  Ms. Orschell will then address the matter based on the current permit requirements.
