Mr. Derickson opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance.

MINUTES- 7/9/2014- MOTION- Mr. McMillin moved to approve the minutes, Mrs. Morrow 2nd.  MC. Mr. Derickson (abstained). 

CU-4-14-19570 FOR VERIZON WIRELESS as applicant, Franklin County Water Association as owner to permit a wireless communications facility with reduced rear and side yard setbacks in Section 27 of Fairfield Township located on 9062 Fairfield Causeway Road.   Proof of publication and notifications from adjoining property owners were in order.  Ms. Elizabeth Williams, Representative for Verizon, and Will Gooden,  Attorney were present.   The setbacks will be 45 feet from the sides, 124 feet from the rear and the tower is designed to fall on itself. This request is for a new tower with  3 future co-locations, and its regulated by the FCC and FAA.  There are no setback requirements regulated by the state or federal agencies, or county just as a recommendation, Mr. Franzman has always informed them to setback at least half the height of the tower.   Mr. Derickson feels there should be a required setback based on the height of the tower.  The towers are designed so there is built-in flexibility and if it collapses it will collapse within the tower.  Mr. Ryan Ison, has seen towers come down and not any of them went out of their compound.   Mrs. Ison is worried about the microwave towers and does not like them.  MOTION- Mr. Gillespie moved to give a favorable recommendation to the Board of Zoning Appeals, Mr. Ward 2nd. MC. Mrs. Ison (opposed).   

BARRICKLOW CASE- The Barricklow’s are on their 5th dumpster and  Mr. Franzman hasn’t visited the site yet.  

BALLENGER CASE -  There was discussion on the Conditional Use for James Ballenger going back to the APC since the BZA denied the application.  After reviewing the minutes and getting a consensus of the board and speaking with the Commission Attorney the conditional use was continued for 60 days by the Board of Zoning Appeals.
  
VARIANCES-  Mr. McMillin requested to research how many  variance’s were for mobile homes for under 960 square feet.  Mr. Franzman researched variances filed between January  1993-July 2014.  There have been 96 variances for mobile homes, only 86 were approved, and out of the 86 only 43 were for the 14x70 size mobile homes.  

VIOLATION ON PENCE ROAD-  A complaint was filed on Mr. Dennis Delaney on Pence Road who has been living in a camper 5 or 6 years.  Numerous letters have been sent concerning the violation (December 5, 2013, January 15 , 2014 and April 9, 2014) asking him to remove the camper and  to  prove that there is a functioning septic, although he would still have to remove the camper and put in a mobile home.  Mr. Franzman is seeking advice from the board.     The owner of the property, Melinda Stewart has responded, but the camper is still in place. Mr. McMilln said the system says if the person does not respond within 30 days, then it will be brought to the APC, so with it being presented to the APC now, our next option would be to send another letter to give another 30 day response time, then bring it to the APC.

 I-2  DISCUSSSION – Mr. Franzman needs the board’s opinion, if they think housing should be permitted in an open industrial district. Mr. Gillespie and Mr. McMillin thought the CIC had taken care of that. Mr. Franzman said he issued to permit for a residence in an I-2 District at the direction of some people and he shouldn’t have done that because he was assured it was in the zoning text.  If the board or CIC felt it should be that way then it should be in writing .  Mr. Franzman was assured by a second party that this was ok, now his name is on the permit and it’s not a permitted use.  Mr. Gillespie said he felt the CIC took care of it, Mr. Mc Millin also felt it was the intent of the CIC for it to be a permitted use.  MOTION- Mr. Gillespie asks why don’t we advertise to make a residential use a permitted use in open industrial district and schedule a public hearing for next month. Mr. McMilln will make a motion to that effect, Mr. Gillespie 2nd. 

5 HOMES ON ONE DRIVE -   This item will be discussed at a later date. 

COMPLAINT ON STATE LINE ROAD -  Mr. Franzman felt the board should have  made this decision as a whole, he received a complaint and took appropriate action and then he received an email from Mr. McMillin questioning his actions on the complaint.   Mr. Mc Millin received a call from a neighbor  asking about the process from a complaint.  He review the complaint procedure and informed the neighbor of the procedure.  He then emailed Mr. Franzman regarding the complaint, and to insure that 80.11.06, B was followed.  Mr. Franzman did send a letter after he investigated the property and the violator called up and informed him that nobody was living in the camper.   He made a decision and thought the case was closed.  Complaint information is recorded.

He will give written notice on Friday, August 15, 2014, if the board wishes. Mr. Derickson asked for a motion to accept Mr. Franzman’s resignation contingent upon receiving written notice. MOTION- Mr. Ward moved to accept Mr. Franzman’s resignation, Mr. Derickson 2nd. AIF. MC.   Mr. Derickson thanked Mr. Franzman for doing an admiral job. He will not be at the next meeting, he has sick days and vacations to take.  

EXECUTIVE SESSION- Mr. McMillin asked Mrs. Davis to get with the Commissioners to determine what the process is.   Mr. McMillin questions appointing a temporary Director.  Mrs. Davis informed she thinks the policy that it’s encouraged to hire within.  Executive session can be announced within 48 hours for an emergency meeting.  MOTION- Mr. McMillin moved to hold an executive session on Monday, August, 18, 2014. Mr. Ward informed the board that he would be out of town that week,  no 2nd.   MOTION- Mr. Gillespie moved to hold an executive session on Monday, August 25, 2014 at 7PM, Mr. Ward 2nd. AIF. MC.  Mrs. Ison questions if the board needs to appoint someone.  Mr. Franzman informed the board that according to the ordinance that the Secretary can perform the duties as Director in his absence. 

ADJOURNMENT – MOTION- Mr. Gillespie moved to adjourn the meeting, Mr. McMillin 2nd. AIF. MC. Meeting adjourned at 8:10 PM
