MINUTES- 7/18/2012- MOTION- Mr. McMillin motioned to approve the minutes subject to 
changing the adjourn time and correcting Mr. Derickson’s name, Mr. Jonas 2nd.

AMENDEMENT - Section 80.06.04 Specific Conditional Uses: Federally Regulated Firearm 

Sales: a. Approval Process: Class 3 permitted by hearing. b. Zones permitted without hearing GB, 

PB, I-1 and I-2. c. Must comply with State and Federal Regulations.  Mr. Franzman spoke with 

Lisa Laughlin from ATF on the amendment and she felt this would be better than a rezone.  Mr. 

Derickson questioned the number of firearms they can sell.  Mr. Franzman said with a permit it 

could be 1000 guns a month.  Mr. McMillin questions the number of guns to where this comes 

into play to where they have to have this permit?  Mr. Franzman states if you are buying it from a 

wholesaler and you retail it to an individual. Mr. Monroe feels that should be stipulated in the  

conditional use.  Mr. Steele said its covered in the whole blanket because it must comply with all 

state and federal regulations.   Mrs. Davis said if you put specifics like that in the amendment 

and that changes then we are going to have to modify this; that’s why we went with “all federally 

regulated firearm sales”.  Mr. Derickson expresses concern for not requiring a hearing for the GB 

District and the storage of ammunition (black powder).  Mr. Kramer said that would be covered 

under Section 80.06.04, Explosives, Manufacturing, Storage of Use of (except Consumer 

Fireworks).  MOTION - Mr. Braun motioned to send a favorable recommendation to the County 
Commissioners, Mr. McMillin 2nd.  AIF. MC. 
BARRICKLOW- The fine is up to $945,500.  Mr. Gillespie encourages the board to see Mr. 

Barricklow’s property.
BUDGET- Mr. Steele questioned the 2013 budget.  Mr. Franzman feels the budget hearing 
should be the end of August. 
ADJOURNMENT-MOTION- Mr. Gillespie motioned to adjourn the meeting, Mr. Braun 2nd.
