MINUTES-1/9/13- MOTION-Mr. Jonas moved to approve the minutes, Mr. Derickson 2nd.  AIF. 
MC. 

CU-4-12-18983 FOR BEN LUDWIG. There is a request for a continuation on this application.  The 
board has no objections.

TIF DISTRICT- Mr. Grant Reeves, Attorney and Scott Mc Donough, Redevelopment Commission
were present in regards to the TIF District.  The Redevelopment Commission has adopted a TIF
District through a Declaratory Resolution (attached). It first has to come before the
Redevelopment Commission and then to the Area Plan Commission and the next step is going
before the County Commissioners and back to the Redevelopment Commission for final
approval.  There are approximately five (5) property owners involved in the TIF District for  2-25
year periods (signed consents of the  property owners involved are attached to the
Resolution).  Property owners can sign on at a later date as an amendment, but they would have
to follow the same steps and be contiguous to the existing TIF District. Mr. McMillin questions
Commission Attorney, Mrs. Davis said as the APC board, you make a motion to execute this
order.  MOTION- Mr. Gillespie moved to execute this resolution, Mr. Jonas 2nd. AIF. MC.

JIM GRAMMAN- BARKING DOGS – Mrs. Diane Koester was present and at this point the
neighbors (Mr. & Mrs. Gramman)  are working towards a resolution and they are working with
them.  At this time she is satisfied with the direction they are heading.

WHITEWATER RIVER SCENIC ADVISORY BOARD – TOM WILSON- Mr. Wilson and Scott
McDonough, County Commissioners were present.   Mr. Wilson said the board is relatively
insufficient and when it was recreated again a  couple 2 or 3  years ago, it  hasn’t met since
(informed by Jeff Jones, member of WRSAB).  Mr. McDonough said we have talked about
putting together a committee on water rights and feels the Ritz’s have some concerns, maybe
we could include the Whitewater River Scenic Advisory Board   along with those other issues.
Mr. Gillespie recalls this and feels  it was more local control over that corridor. Mr. Ritz asked
Mr. Wilson if anybody has come before the Commissioners and expressed any disenchantment
about  the board, Mr. Wilson said  there’s nothing going on with the board, that’s the problem
and by code, there has to be meetings. Mr. Tom Ritz  feels the only way to do away with it is
to get approval from all the river landowners?  Mr. Gillespie feels the floodplain is such a big
deal now and you have to go to DNR to get a base flood elevation and that almost eliminatesany
improvement location permits from the Advisory Board and he thinks this was supposed  to
oversee logging in that corridor. The board is an official board, and Mr. Cody Ritz, President of
the WRSAB said they approved an improvement location permit for Rex Pipeline.  Mr.
McDonough informed Mr. Cody Ritz that a list of all current members and a contact number for
all members need to be in the Commissioner’s Office and in the Area Plan
Commission office.

COMPREHENSIVE PLAN – Mr. Mc Donough mentions the comprehensive plan being out of
date and he would like to get a committee started on that.
