Mr. Gillespie opened the meeting with the pledge of allegiance.

MINUTES: 6/12/2013 Mrs. Ison feels the minutes needs to be reviewed for chronological order, to add when Mrs. Davis and Mr. Gillespie were discussing having the petition as required under Section 80.11.09, and to add President and Vice-President title’s to Mr. Gillespie and Mr. McMillin. EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR- Mrs. Ison felt Mr. Franzman should have made sure the petition (CU-1-13-19148) in regards Section 80.11.09 was in order before it came before the board.  Mrs. Davis felt Mr. McMillin’s statement concerning Section 80.11.09 was immediately after Mr. Grassa’s presentation.  Mr. McMillin  is ok with the minutes as they are, he feels his question was very early in the process and questions if there are substantial errors in the minutes or is it the order.  She also felt it was wrong for an employee of the Area Plan Commission to send a letter to her appointee criticizing her as a member of the Area Plan Commission, and she feels that Mr. Franzman knew what that employee was doing and he should have advised her against it. Ms. Johnson was an intern in the office, but also worked a couple days in the Office Administrator’s position.  MOTION- Mrs. Ison motioned to postpone the approval of the minutes until the August meeting, Mr. McMillin 2nd. Opposed (1) Mr. Derickson

[bookmark: _GoBack]CU-1-13-19189 FOR VIRINGIA BROWN as property owner/ Daniel Ward as applicant to permit public recreational facilities (seasonal zip-line park) in Section 20 of Brookville Township located on 11147 US 52 containing 30.58 acres.  The property is currently zoned General Business and Secondary Agriculture.  Mr. Ward was present. Mr. Franzman informed the board that this application is not able to go forward due to notifications to adjoining property owners not in order.  Mr. Gillespie questioned the Commission Attorney on the notifications, one adjoining property owner has not signed for the certified mailing but the notice was also sent regular mail on 7/17/13 and a copy was left at his place of business.  Mrs. Davis  would prefer to submit the returned certified letter , and we can assume the one sent by regular mail was received, since  it wasn’t returned, a motion could be make contingent upon receiving the certified letter back in an attempt to notify them. The board decided to proceed with the application.  Mr. Ward and his brothers are wanting to put in a zip line,  with a temporary building to keep the zipline gear, they have contacted ACCT for specs, contacted INDOT and they are going to have to replace the existing horseshoe drive,   to open as soon as possible and by next year employ up to 15 people.   This will be seasonal, March through November.  8’ paths with wood chips, all employees will have emergency training, Friday, Saturday and Sunday, 10-5 and starting March, 2014 it will be 7 days a week, maybe a few night time zips. They have future plans for more ziplines, you can come off a tower, to the ground or to a platform and they will have the five point harnesses.   Mr. Derickson questioned the entrance and exit,  INDOT  said the horseshoe causes entrance and exit issues. Mr. Derickson also questions the parking.  Sewage system on the property was questioned.  MOTION- Mrs. Ison motioned to send a favorable recommendation to the Board of Zoning Appeals contingent upon meeting all the notification requirements, Mr. Jonas 2nd. Mr. Derickson has issues on the drive and the parking lot and questions a more engineered design.  Mr. Ward said that’s what we are working on now, and working with an engineer.   Mr. Derickson amended the motion by adding “an engineered drawing to allow ingress and egress and suitable parking”. AIF. MC.

ORGANIZATIONAL MEETING ON COMPREHENSIVE PLAN – Mr. Gillespie scheduled an organizational meeting on the comprehensive plan on Thursday, August 15, 2013 at 7:30 PM., Commissioners Room in the Government Center.

FLOOD PLAIN ORDINANCE – The flood plain ordinance that corresponds with the new flood plain maps needs to be advertised and adopted by August 18th, 2013.  This will be an amendment to the zoning code.    

SOIL EROSION ISSUE – 3193 Johnson Fork Road is causing run-off and soil erosion to a neighbor’s property because of the installation of a new double wide mobile home and a driveway.  The county road has also required cleaning due to this issue twice. This is a violation under the Erosion Control Section of the ordinance. Mr. Franzman has written a letter in regards to this, but hasn’t received the ok from the Commissioners to send it.  

ADJOURNMENT- MOTION- Mr. Jonas motioned to adjourn the meeting, Mr. McMillin 2nd. Meeting adjourned at 8:23 p.m.
