Mr. McMillin opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance.

MINUTES- 6/11/14 – MOTION- Mrs. Morrow motioned to approve the minutes, Mr. Moeller 2nd. AIF. MC.

RZ-2-14-19423 FOR STANLEY MONROE to change the present zoning designation from Enclosed Industrial to Residential-3 on Lafayette Street in Laurel Corporation.   Proof of publication and notifications from adjoining property owners were in order.  Mr. Monroe was not present.  Mr. Monroe came before the board in May and BZA for a conditional use for a health facility, and the BZA determined it did not fit the code, so it was recommended Mr. Monroe apply for a rezone because the “health facility” was determined to be more of a Residential-3 (multi-family) use.   There were no comments from the public.  Mr. Monroe previously requested a rezone to Enclosed Industrial for this tract and a larger tract adjoining this property, now he is requesting to rezone it to Residential-3, for his “health facility”.   MOTION- Mr. Moeller motioned to send a favorable recommendation to the Town of Laurel, Mr. Ward 2nd. AIF. MC.

5 HOMES ON A PRIVATE DRIVE under Section 80.08.08 Private Lanes. The  BZA recommended the APC revisit the 5 homes on a private drive after a developer wanted to put 9 homes on a private drive by variance.  The developer asked for a variance to do more than 5 homes on a private lane and made a point that if the variance was turned down, he could do it with two lanes anyway.  He was asked to work with the adjoining property owners on their drainage concerns and, at the next meeting there was no opposition.  Mr. Ward feels the situation needs to be addressed, either make it as no variance to that rule or everything has to go to subdivision control code and address the size of the roads standards.    Ms. Keller recommended to remove the words “apply for a variance”, on D. Multiple Homes allowed or they go through subdivision control. Section “G” of this section has been deleted.    

VARIANCES ON MANUFACTURED HOMES - Mr. Mc Millin said the BZA feels there’s a concern for approving variances on manufactured homes that are slightly smaller, maybe we should review the code.   Mr. Ward questions if a variance for a smaller manufactured home that has not been approved?  Mr. McMillin asked Mr. Franzman to research how many variances for manufactured homes were approved before the BZA that were under 900 square feet.  The standard square footage for a Secondary Agriculture zoning designation is 960, Residenatil-1 is 1,440 square feet, Residential-2 is 1,250 square feet and Residential-3 is 960 square feet.   

[bookmark: _GoBack]OPEN INDUSTRIAL ZONING DESIGNATION – Mr. McMillin  said he had a citizen contact him concerning Section 80.03.11, Open Industrial does not mention residential being a permitted use, and in reviewing the minutes of the CIC to see if they intended for that,  if we missed it and it should be changed or left alone?  Mrs. Morrow questions if the Open Industrial permits Enclosed Industrial uses and Enclosed Industrial uses permits single family dwellings, is it considered a permitted use?  Mr. McMillin questioned the board, if a residential use should be permitted in an Open Industrial District?  Mr. Franzman feels an open industrial district could cause dust and issues for the residential uses.   Mr. Ward feels these items should be discussed again.  Mr. Braun also expresses concern for noise, lights and smells offending others.  Those are under the nuisance laws.    Ms. Keller said as her experience is that  any manufacturing company won’t locate with residential uses in the area,  Mr. Tom Wilson agrees. Mr. McMillin recommends to put this item on the agenda when we have a short agenda for discussion.   

BARRICKLOW CASE- Mr. Barricklow is working on his fourth dumpster.  Mr. Franzman presented photos to the board.  They can’t find the title to one of the inoperable vehicles.  Mrs. Davis thinks the garnishment order of $5,000.00 is almost fulfilled, but said there may be an extra 86.00.  She feels they are on schedule with the dumpsters. 

CONDEMNING -  Mr. Franzman asks about condemning a house in Old Bath. There are two property owners that have contacted him about a house being condemned.  The condemning process is regulated by Indiana Law and includes  a hearing authority of a County Commissioners, the APC President, and the Building Commissioner, then it goes to court.  He is unable to contact them by mail, there is no fund set aside for this or for  the home to be torn down.   

BLASTING-  Mr. Franzman witnessed a blast of Mr. Ballenger’s today. He took photos.  It was suggested to get a video.  This item will be on the agenda in August. 

ADJOURNMENT – Mr. Braun motioned to adjourn the meeting, Mrs. Morrow 2nd. AIF. MC. Meeting adjourned at 7:55 pm.
