DISCUSSION OF POSSIBLE REVISION TO FENCING REQUIREMENTS FOR POOLS- Mr. McMillin advised that Mr. Derickson could not be present and he had printed off information for the discussion.  It was decided that this topic will be postponed until the July meeting.

Ms. Orschell added that there may be only a few hundred dollars left in the account.  Ms. Davis replied that Rumpke will need to be updated on this.  This will need to be applied to the next bill and then the Barricklow’s will have to pay the rest.   

-ELSEA UPDATE- Ms. Orschell stated that we haven’t heard anything.  Ms. Davis added that Mr. Watson is their attorney.  She explained to Lakeshore’s attorney that she has attempted to contact Attorney Watson.  She believes the Elsea’s argument is that they have a right to have the trailer there and issued a permit since there was a trailer there before.  She may have to ask for a trial date if she can’t get in touch with their attorney.  The HOA has not intervened and are technically not a part of the case at this time.  

-TAYLOR- Mr. Gillespie explained that Mr. and Mrs. Taylor live on Mortashed Road.  Several years ago, they purchased a subdivision lot across from their house to make sure no one built a home there.  Frondorf’s bought the whole subdivision except for the frontage lots.  They had the entire subdivision plat vacated except for the frontage lots.  The Taylor’s taxes will be lower if their vacant lot is not considered a subdivision lot.  He stated they most likely will be filing a Petition.  There is no HOA or covenants.  .
