Mr. Derickson opened  the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance.

MINUTES – 5/14/2014-MOTION- Mr. Gillespie motioned to approve the minutes, Mr. Moeller 2nd. AIF. MC.

CU-3-14-19452 FOR JAMES BALLENGER to permit a mining operation under Section 80.06.04, specific conditional uses in located on Old US 52 Section 18 of Laurel Township containing 75.95 acres.  Mr. Ballenger was present. Proof of publication and notifications from adjoining property owners were in order.  Development plan was on file.  Mr. Ballenger has an existing mining operation in the area, there was previous mining on this property by the previous owner Mr.  Gay and Mr. Ballenger will be mining for limestone starting where the previous owner left off.  Mr. Derickson questions the type of equipment being used? Mr. Ballenger will be using track hoes, loaders, dozers, and dumptrucks; and everything will be taken off as a raw product and processed somewhere else, hours will be 7am-4 or 4:30 pm, he currently has 7 employees, will add approximately 2 or 3 employees.   Mr. McMillin questions the depth of the mining? Mr. Ballenger says the approximate depth is 15 feet and he would like to reclaim it into farm ground after mining.  Mr. Gillespie questions blasting, Mr. Ballenger said yes, it’s called dimension blasting.  Mr. Moeller questioned the weight, Mr. Ballenger thinks the heaviest load he has had was 63,500.  Concerned Citzens, Tim and Tonya Smith at 13088 Elm Tree Road is concerned about their water supply.  Mr. Ballenger feels he will never get to the point of blasting to affect the water supply, and in his busiest season he will blast approximately once a week.  James Ault, adjoining property owner also expresses his concern for water supply.  Mr.  Robin Ault, adjoining property owner expresses concern for him blasting close to  the property line, questions flooding and the ponds in the area, and he is against it.   Richard Mehl, adjoining property owner was present.  Charlie Alfred, adjoining property owner expresses his concern for the blasting because of his pond and dam which already has a crack in it.  Mr. Ward pointed out that there is a required setback of 300 feet.  Mrs. Alfred expresses concern for her grandkids being on her property and the debris from the blasting harming them.    Mr. Ballenger is planning on 1 stick of dynamite down 6-8 feet, 3 to 4 holes at a time and it will be set off seconds apart.   Mr. Moeller questions alternatives to blasting?  Mr. Ballenger said sawing but it’s not very economical, blasting is the cheapest and fastest way and he has to follow all federal (FTA, Fire Marshall, and Homeland Security) regulations on blasting.  The process will take approximately 20 to 25 years.    Mr. Derickson questioned a bond, Mr. Ballenger is not required to carry a bond.   Mr. Gillespie questions the neighbors if there is minimal blasting that you would be happy with , Mr. Robin Ault said no.  MOTION- Mrs. Ison motions to send a favorable recommendation to the Board of Zoning Appeals to mine but no blasting, Mr. McMillin 2nd.   Opposed (2), Mr. Ward, and Mr. McMillin. MC.

JULY AGENDA- add discussion of 5 homes on a private drive.

MINIUMUM SIZE OF MANUFACTURED HOMES – maybe the ordinance should be changed on manufactured homes square footage.

BARRICKLOW  CASE – Mr. Barricklow has hauled off two (2) dumpsters, 7 or 8 loads of scrap and one van, as of today.   

BUDGET CUTS-  Mrs. Ison expressed her concern about keeping the Recording Secretary, and felt there are more duties that just the Secretarial duties, and maybe we should change some titles.  

FEE SCHEDULE INCREASE - Mr. Kramer, County Council member approached the board about increasing the building permit fees by 10%.   Mr. Gillesipe will make a motion at the next meeting, if Mr. Kramer can get the Commissioners to commit that they are to increasing the fees.   

ADJOURNMENT- MOTION- Mr. Gillespie moved to adjourn the meeting, Mr. Ward 2nd. AIF.  MC. Meeting adjourned at 8:44 PM
