Mr. Steele opened the meeting with the pledge of allegiance. 
MINUTES- 5/9/2012-MOTION- Mr. McMillin motioned to approve the minutes, Mr. Jonas 2nd. AIF. MC.
RESOLUTION FOR EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REVIEW- This is a proposed review document outlining how the APC will review and what the APC expects in review of the Director which those includes; 1. Public relations and 2. Fiscal management of responsibilities.  Mr. McMillin recommends the board adopt the review mechanism and process.  Mr. Monroe motioned to accept this resolution, Mr. Steele 2nd. AIF. MC.  
SURVEY CARD- Mr. McMillin presented the board with a survey card and for the board to review it and discuss it in July.  
2013 BUDGET- Part-time help, Area Plan Commission board members, longevity pay, gas and oil, office supplies, and education materials were questioned.  The proposed budget for 2013 is $121,604.00 and for 2012 the appropriated budget is $115,338.00.
REVISIONS- Mr. Franzman presented the board members with copies of revisions for them to insert into the ordinance.  There are two discs in the APC office of the Franklin County Citizens Code, but were unable to be edited.     
PROPOSED CONDITIONAL USE FOR GUN SALES – Mr. McMillin and Mr. Franzman submitted information for a conditional use for gun sales.  Mr. McMillin recommended to continue this until the next meeting.
BARRICKLOW CASE- The fine is $788,000.00 as of today.  Mrs. Davis has made contact with Duke and they intend to investigate.  
PIPELINE- Mr. Franzman will be working with Bruce Olson on the pipeline.  They want approval by August so they can start the project. 
SALTWELL ROAD, RAMEY AND LOUDEN PROPERTY – In 1978 there was a proposed planned development on Saltwell Road, but never came through as a planned development. Lots were sold, but no permits were to be issued until the road was built to standards.  Since this never did go through a planned development do we go by the standards back then or the standards of today?  How does the board want to proceed if they come in for a building permit.  Mr. McMillin asks if by today’s standards there is no problem and if so, why create a problem that doesn’t exist.  Mr. Franzman agreed, but was just preparing himself.  IF they come to the APC and they want to building back there, they have to have direct access, if not an easement or by a private lane agreement.
