Mr. Derickson opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance.

MINUTES-2/12/14- MOTION-  Mr. Braun said he was informed he was not listed as being present.  Mr. McMillin motioned to approve the minutes, Mr. Braun 2nd.  AIF. MC. 

CU-1-14-19366 FOR JLKR, LLC AS OWNER AND NEW TRENTON WOODS & WATER AS APPLICANT to permit federally regulated firearms sales at 4080 US 52 on Lots 27-28 in New Trenton in Section 32 of Whitewater Township.  Proof of publication and notifications from adjoining property owners were in order. The property is currently zoned Local Business.  They will also be providing taxidermy, hunting and fishing supplies; and outdoor supplies etc. They have already been in contact with the ATF.  There were no adjoining property owners present. MOTION- Mr. McMillin motioned to send a favorable recommendation to the Board of Zoning Appeals,  Mr. Gillespie 2nd.   AIF. MC. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]LAKESHORE RESORT RESTRICTIVE COVENANTS – Mr. Kevin Polivick,  President of Lakeshore Resort  POA was in attendance representing Lakeshore Resort.   They have been working on revising the covenants, and the last provision was 1981, Lakeshore Resort was founded in 1976.  A draft of the restrictive covenants and bylaws have been presented to Mr. Franzman’s office and now we are seeking your guidance as they try and revise those covenants.  The proposed amendment would allow individuals who live in Lakeshore as of October 12, 2012 to use their property in the same manner until such time as the ownership changes.  Anybody purchasing properties outside the permanent part will not be permitted to use the camping areas as a permanent residence.   Mr. McMillin questions what does the APC have to do with the covenants?   Mr. Franzman says the covenants are not enforced by the Planning Commission, but the APC is asked to review them when they pass a subdivision or something of this nature.  The covenants would be between the POA and the lot owners.   Mr. Franzman said back in 2008 there were records of 152 holding tanks, 12 septics, 38 unknowns, and 95 questionable leach fields. Mr. Polivick estimates 40-45 individuals living in Section 1 and 3 (camping section).  Mr. McMillin feels they are asking to change what the APC agreed to many years ago, to resolve a problem that Lakeshore created with the members and now they are trying to change the covenants to match the court order agreement.  He doesn’t think its necessary and its none of our business, but also feels the covenants can’t be changed without going through the whole process again, Mr. Gillespie agrees.   The proposal would have be incompliance with the subdivision code, it’s a problem the home owners association and  their members have.   Mr. Derickson reads Judge Kellerman’s order the order states “they have to meet state and local law”, the state and local law is the health department for the rules for septic and the homes have to meet a certain standard and be in compliance with zoning, the units that have temporary holding tanks are not in compliance with the Health Department and  the units that don’t meet proper tie-down requirements and minimum square footage. Mr. Polivick said the square footage requirements are going from 900 to 960, we realize most of those homes do not meet that requirement,   and the 960 square feet would be for new construction.   Mr. McMillin said if you change the covenants you have to start over, the covenants are what they are you  have to enforce those, and if you make any changes and you have to bring it through us.  It also has to be all in compliance with the code, a variance will have to be authorized.  Mr. Gillesipe said that everyone of those parcels have been conveyed with those restrictions and without going through due process, you can’t change those.    Mr. Mc Millin recommends legal advice.  It was pointed out that a variance runs with the property.  Mr. Jon Foltz, owner in Lakeshore Resort said they are still allowing permanent structures in the camping area.   Board needed to move onto the next item.  MOTION- Mr. McMillin motions to move on, Mr. Gillespie 2nd .  Mr. Derickson asked Mr. Polivick if he feels like he got any answers from the board?    Mr. Polivick said,  if we want to redo the covenants to allow permanent housing in Sections 1 and 3, we will have to do a re-plat and if we do that all the sections would have to meet current zoning code, unless a variance is applied for also.  Mrs. Davis feels we may be able to put some verbage on the plat in regards to the variance. 

BARRICKLOW CASE -  Hearing is set for this Monday for the garnishment order.  Mr. Braun questions any removal?  Mrs. Davis, said no but they still have time for removal.  

CUTTING PERSONAL -  County Council has suggested that they want to cut the Recording Secretary’s position.  They will be meeting again on the issue on Tuesday, April 1, 2014.  

ADJOURNMENT- Mr. McMillin motioned to adjourn the meeting, Mr. Gillespie 2nd. Meeting adjourned at 8:01 PM.
