MINUTES- 4/9/2014-MOTION- Mr. Moeller motioned to approve the minutes, Mrs. Ison 2nd., AIF. M.C.

RZ-1-14-19391 FOR ANTHONY BROWNING to change the present zoning designation from Risidential-1 and Residential-3 to General Business in Cedar Grove Corporation located at Old Brookville Pike containing 2.273 acres.  Mr. Browning was present. Proof of publication and notifications to adjoining property owners were in order.  Mr. Browning wants to do automotive repair in his garage, he has no plans to store outside and has been operating for a few months.  This application will be sent to the Town of Cedar Grove with a recommendation.  No comments from the public or adjoining property owners.  MOTION-  Mr. Gillespie motioned to send a favorable recommendation to the Town of Cedar Grove, Mr. Ward 2nd. AIF. MC.

CU-2-14-19422 FOR STANLEY MONROE to permit a specified conditional use to allow a health facility under Section 80.06.04 on Lot 2 on Wiley Subdivision, in Section 9 of Laurel Township located on Lafayette Street containing 0.747 acres.  Mr. Gillespie did the drawing for Mr. Monore, and is excusing himself from voting on this application.  Mr. Monroe was present.  Proof of publication and notifications to adjoining property owners were in order.  Mr. Franzman said Mr. Monroe wants to put in an independent living facility, no families.   Mr. Monroe said each unit will be handicap accessible and strictly seniors, no families, 8 units with approximately 675 square feet, with a laundry.   Mr. Monroe doesn’t know if he can put an age restriction on the units.  The property is zoned Enclosed Industrial. Mr. Derickson asked for a favorable recommendation to the Board of Zoning Appeals. Mr. Gillespie and Mrs. Ison questioned an input from the neighbors or the public, Mr. Derickson will take the motion then will ask for comments, then asked if there were any neighbors present who have any concerns.  MOTION- Mr. Ward motioned to send a recommendation to the Board of Zoning Appeals, Ms. Morrow 2nd. Abstaining (1) Mr. Gillespie.  MC.

BARRICKLOW CASE – Mr. Franzman spoke with Rumpke concerning placing a 30 yard dumpster on the property for 30 days, but they have asked for another 14 days. Mrs. Davis questioned if the vehicles can be plated or if they have to be removed.  The old code (which is what this case is under) permits plating on the vehicles, it was a consensus of the board that the vehicles could be plated. 

BUDGET – Mr. Franzman presented the 2015 budget.  Mrs. Ison said we need to keep the Recording Secretary, and she questioned another office hiring summer help when they are talking of cutting the Recording Secretary’s position and she questioned Mr. Marmouze’s duties.
