Richard Placke opened the meeting with the pledge of allegiance. 

MINUTES: 10/12/2011-MOTION- Rick asked if the Sections were carefully reviewed.  Cindy 
will review the Sections before they are printed in the minute’s books. Rick McMillin motioned 

to approve the minutes, Joe Jonas 2nd. MC. AIF.
PIPELINE- Larry informed the board on the pipeline, it will be going through Highland and 
Whitewater Townships.  They have to file a conditional use and they wanted to know what the 

Board needed.  
JIM BARRICKLOW VIOLATION- Hallie & Gary Byrd are neighbors of the Barricklow property.  Hallie said he has accumulated acres of junk.  He was supposed to be in court twice, he did not show up, a lien was placed on his property, he still hasn’t removed anything and he still keeps bringing things in.  He had a fine when we went to court in June and he had 30 days to clean up, if not a fine of $2,500.00 per day would be imposed.    Tammy said we can do a motion for proceeding supplemental which means he is ordered into court to attest to his wages, assets, etc. and they usually don’t show. Whether he shows up or not we can do interrogatories which are questions once we establish he has employment and we could have a hearing on that and if he fails to appear; we can submit a garnishment order.  The ultimate goal is getting him to clean up the property; the other option is having the property foreclosed on.  It was questioned if we could use the fines to clean up the property.  Rick feels even if we are successful at doing this, that is not going to change and it will put another hardship on him.  Tammy feels we can ask the court to use the fines to clean up the property.  Larry feels we will have to get with the Commissioners and/or Council on setting something up.  Rick feels this item should be tabled, until we have a full board because it won’t be a unanimous vote. MOTION- Denny Brown motioned to start the proceeding supplemental and submit a garnishment order, second by Richard Placke.  AIF (3).  Opposed  (1) - Rick McMillin. 
TODD GIGRICH- Joe questioned Larry if he was in agreement with what the board decided.  Larry said no, Todd operates a business, he has public come to his site and purchase products, he has industrial equipment with at least 3 employees who operate that equipment and the General Administrative Rules that governs Indiana states “one or more persons that are employed” that’s the definition of commercial.  That is not farming. Rick reads the definition of agriculture and recommends for Larry to use our definitions on determining whether its agriculture or commercial. Denny feels it’s not agricultural.
