Mr. Gillespie opened the meeting with Pledge of Allegiance. 

MINUTES: 9/11/2013  MOTION- Mr. Derickson motioned to approve the minutes, Mrs. Morrow 2nd. AIF. MC.

[bookmark: _GoBack]TIF DISTRICT: Mr. Rene Stivers, Town of Brookville board member presented the board with the TIF District.  Mr. John Hancher was also present concerning the TIF District, it will begin at the old J&J Packaging building and continue to the Jim Hyde property on the south end of town.  They are asking if it meets  the Comprehensive Plan and the Town needs financing for infrastructure and this will help with that. This will have no effect on the residential districts. Mr. Jim Suhre questioned if this will freeze property taxes for the school and the county will pay the higher taxes for 2013?  Mr. Stivers said the dollars would be put back into the community.  Mr. Suhre feels it’s shifting the bill, asking the county to pay for it.  Mr. Gillespie said infrastructures cost and it would be hard to measure. MOTION – Mr. Jonas motioned to forward this onto the Town of Brookville and it’s consistent with the Comprehensive Plan, Mrs. Ison 2nd. AIF. MC.

SOIL EROSION ISSUE ON JOHNSON FORK ROAD: Mr. Franzman visited the property on Tuesday, October 8, 2013 and he feels the drainage is coming from barn area, where it’s been excavated.  Mr. McMillin questions if this is a zoning issued?  Mr. Gillespie said its soil erosion control measures and drainage, because they have amended the natural flow. The questions is, are they running the water in a different direction.  Also there is a Rule 5 and it’s enforced by IDEM and a Rule 5 is a state rule. It’s under Section 80.08.05 in the Franklin County Citizens Zoning Code. MOTION- Mr. McMillin motioned to advise our attorney to get with the Drainage Board on this drainage issue, Mr. Jonas 2nd. AIF. MC.

BARRICKLOW CASE: The fine is up to $2,013,000.00.  Photos were presented by Commission Attorney and he has only removed the 4 loads as shown in the photos.  Mr. McMillin questioned the board’s previous action on this case.  Commission Attorney sent   Mr. Barricklow a letter stating that he needed to show substantial progress or the board will proceed with a garnishment order.  Mrs. Neanover questions how many loads removed total in what time frame?  Possibly a dozen loads in a 3 to 4 month period.  Mr. Jonas recommends to proceed with the garnishment order to get him to remove more.  The date on the first garnishment order was May 1st, 2013 and it was for $3,000.00 ($2,500.00 for the fine and $500.00 for attorney fees).   It was a general consensus of the board to notify Mr. Barricklow that the board needs to see substantial activity and evidence of where the items are going.
