OCTOBER  9, 2019 @ 7:00 PM

THOSE PRESENT; Area Plan Commission Members: Robert Braun, President;  Chris Ernstes, Ed Derickson, Vice-President; Ruthie Mannix, Mary Rodenhuis, and Denny Brown.  Also present were Tammy Davis, Commission Attorney; and Cindy C. Orschell, Executive Director.

Robert Braun opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance at 7:00 PM.

Roll call performed

MINUTES of September 11, 2019- MOTION- Ruthie Mannix moved to approve the minutes, 2nd by Chris Ernestes.  Denny Brown abstaining. M.C.

SARA DUFFY, The Observer – presented the board with public notice remarks (attached).  Robert Braun referred to Tammy Davis, Commission Attorney.  
Tammy – public notice has been met, the date, time and place; and it is substantial notice.  Sara Duffy- refers to Section 80.11.08 (B)(2) (Tammy points out that it should be Section 80.11.08 (E)(2)), the notice in regards to “industrial uses” should be two inches by six inches, and states suit will be filed if the board continues with the Brackney application.  Tammy Davis recommends to continue the Brackney, Inc application along with the proposed amendment.  
MOTION - Ruthie Mannix moved to continue the application and advertise as a 2”x6” box (2 column inches wide by 6 inches tall, as by the ordinance). Mary Rodenhuis 2nd. MC. AIF.   

SD-1-19-21264 for Matthew & Melanie Lykins to replat Lot 23 in Strohmier Estates in Section 16 of Whitewater Township, parcel # 24-17-16-201-023.000-021 containing 2.00 acres.  Andy Meyer, Surveyor of Meyer and Murray Surveying was present representing Matthew & Melanie Lykins.  Proof publication was in order, there are 3 notices to adjoining property owners missing, Brennan, Lamping, and Durkin.   Steve Lamping was present.
Robert Braun- can we proceed Tammy?  
Tammy Davis– can’t vote on it unless you make it contingent upon receiving the notices.  
Andy Meyer – the lots are back by the cul-de-sac on Gray Street, the replat is to split Lot 23, divide it between Lot 22 and 24.  
Denny Brown- If we continue the application on the notices, can we include getting notification back on Lamping also.
Public Comment- Melanie Lykins – Brennan’s and Durkin’s are not adjoining lot owners, she can get notice to Durkin and Brennan. 
Curtis Ward – JK Development has no issue with the petition. There is a private drive with a maintenance agreement and he wants an official document on the plat.  Cindy Orschell – this document will be recorded in the Recorder’s Office.
MOTION – Mary Rodenhuis moved to approve the replat of Strohmier Estes contingent upon receiving notice on the three adjoining property owners, Ruthie Mannix 2nd. MC. AIF.
	
CU-1-19-21275 for William Schwab, Brookville Recovery Center LLC to permit an Inpatient/Outpatient treatment for substance use disorders in Brookville Corporation located at 273 Main Street parcel #’s 24-10-29-183-002.000-004, 24-10-29-183-006.000-004, and 24-10-29-183-001.000-004.   Mr. William Schwab was present along with Brian Schell.  Information submitted to the board on file – business plan, Phase 1 Intensive Outpatient Treatment for Substance Use Disorder for 12-24 patients; 6 employees; patients will be dropped off for their treatment; hours of operation will be 8 am – 8 pm Monday – Saturday. Phase 2; Partial hospitalization program treatment for substance use disorder for 12-24 patients; 6-10 employees; patients will be dropped off for their treatment, and will be offering a sober living opportunity for up to 24 patients; and hours of operation will be 24/7. Phase 3 will be offering an Intensive Inpatient Treatment for 24 patients; patients will stay at the facility; total of 10-12 employees; and hours of operation will be 24/7.
William Schwab – it will be a self-admitting facility, partial hospitalization, treatment 5 days a week, the patients will be dropped off.
Robert Braun- do you know how far from school?  Brian Schell – no
Denny Brown – what if BPD brings in someone, and you are not there 24/7.  William Schwab- procedures you have to follow, and would have to see if they want help.
Chris Ernstes – dismiss and admitting, how is that done?  William Schwab – that is set by state and will work with the neighborhood.  
Denny Brown- what’s the time line on phases? Phase 1- 3 months, Phase 2- 9 months and Phase 3- 1 year.
Let the record show the green cards from certified letters to adjoining property owners and proof of publication is in order.
PUBLIC COMMENT 
Ashley Meyer, Principal at St. Michael’s School- the recovery center is 318 feet from St. Michel’s School. Who will run the operation, is it government ran? What kind of credentials are required?  Brian Schell – all Indiana residents; meth, alcohol and heroine abuse are all included. The program will not be court driven.
Ashley Meyer – requests for the board to continue this application. He found out about it 2 days ago.
Robert Braun – would this be during the same time period as when the children are coming to school or released from school? If so, could you change times, so they aren’t coming or being released the same time as the school. Brian Schell – yes, could accommodate that.
Matthew Linkel – questions on certification, you can’t guarantee safety, what is the percentage of success, (Brian Schell - 35-40% percentile) and he feels there’s are large connection to mental health, and violence and it’s too close to a school.  Brian Schell- no certification is permitted before the location is determined.
Nancy Piper, Licensed Social Worker – contracting with mental health, work for accreditation, questions medications for treatment (yes, it would taper), how will service be paid for(it be Medicaid or private insurance), will drug testing be done (yes3-4 times a week,(ILP)), voluntary program (may be determined case by case), do you consider it a faith based program (a spiritually based program),recovery coaching ( he is not opposed to it)? 
Chris Ernstes – would you be more of a provider or who will be the administrator?  Brian Schell – will be liaison, reaching out to community. 
 Chris Ernstes - someone to be an administrator? Brian Schell – Yes, looking at Annie Murphy, and a doctor also. All of it is tentative, if we don’t have this facility.  
Chris Ernstes – seems your having difficulty defining what you are going to be, he needs something more than this to know what he is approving. And is very concerned about that, and he is not sure what he would be approving. Brian Schell -can offer some clarity, and offer it in writing. Chris Ernstes – needs a much firmer description about how you’re going to run the business.  
Rachel Ratz, parent of student at St. Michael’s School, and a social worker at inpatient Reid Hospital- they offer inpatient services at the Reid Hospital and refer them out to drug rehab facilities. And feels there will be an influx from people from other areas whether they are court mandated or holds. She is a parent, and has her concerns.
Eric Brier - these clinics are target for people that are trying to recruit for a variety of reasons.  Feels there needs to be more of a risk assessment, management plan for drop offs etc., and you should  contact the sheriff before.
Cindy Wurzelbacher, a parent of students of St. Michael’s-  has been a registered nurse for 19 years.  Feels there’s no way to monitor the voluntary. What is Brian’s specific background (he has a Bachelor’s degree and has been around it for a long time and worked around it for the past 3 years), questions the newspaper mentioning a date of August 2019. She questions if they have been treating patients in Brookville and there is no concrete flow to your plan.  As a health care provider, she feels there is a huge need for substance abuse, and well as mental health.  
Brian Schell- An ILP meets 3 times a week 5 hours a day, a php is 5 days a week they can be housed and they can come 5 days or if they were housed it would be 7 days a week and then an inpatient residential facility.
Cindy Wurzelbacher- Who is going to be the administration, the CEO.  Who is going to manage? Brian Schell – didn’t think this was going to be a part of this, this is more about zoning.  Apologizes for being unprepared.   
Cindy Wurzelbacher – why Brookville? Brian- Indiana is underserved as a population?  
Cindy Wurzelbacher -  Did you do statistics? what are the statics?  Brian Schell – there is a need, and for the surrounding counties. 
Cindy Wurzelbacher – asks for a consideration for postponement of this application. 
It was questioned what kind of background check? Brian Schell – standard.
David Amhrein – is there going to be an exchange program at this facility. Brian – no.
Jeff Coy – commented on being unprepared, and the unpredictability of this type of facility.
Gabrielle Newhart – is a parent and questions and asks if there is an ordinance that states a distance from a school for this type of use.   
Daryl Kramer – questions parking.  Robert Braun – plan has 10 parking spaces.  Brian Schell – no parking for patients, with them being dropped off and picked up.   
Monica Yane – she has grandsons going to St. Michael’s school and is concerned. Why can’t it be located somewhere else.   Feels there is a need but not next to the school.  Looked up administrative law in Indiana and looked at outpatient and inpatient, an inpatient treatment center shouldn’t be located within 20 miles of another treatment facility.  There needs to be more to the business plan.  
MOTION – Chris Ernstes - this is a class 3 conditional use hearing, requirement # 3 has met the site plan and development plan but severely lacking is “description of proposed activity”. He asks to postpone this application and that you present what it is that you are wanting us to approve.  Mary Rodenhuis 2nd - wants to ask anybody that’s preparing to speak at next meeting we need some statistics, we need to base our decision on statistics. 2nd. AIF. MC.  
Denny Brown – the Brookville Police Department needs to be aware and to add input on this.  
Ed Derickson - in the written presentation, could you include how the facility is being administered and how patients are being screened, and what’s the process?  AIF. MC.

CU-2-19-21277 for Brookville Hotel Group, LLC to permit a hotel in Brookville Corporation located on State Road 101 containing 6.906 acres, parcel #’s 24-10-20-200-010.000-004, and 24-10-21-151-021.000-004.  Attorney John Bear here on behalf of Brookville Hotel Group.  The proposed facility is a 45 room 2 story hotel, the comprehensive plan goes into detail of the impact of tourism is a priority on lodging facilities, 80.06.04 a class 3 approval process which is what they are seeking, green cards were received, and notice to paper is in compliance.  The application isn’t going to be detrimental to the public health and safety of general welfare, will not be injurious to the properties in the immediate vicinity nor diminish or impair the property values, will not impede the normal development surrounding the property.   There will be adequate utilities, access road, drainage, necessary facilities and measures have been taken to provide ingress and egress.  We request a recommendation being forwarded to the BZA. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Mary Rodenhuis – maximum height of 35’ for a hotel, what is the total height?  John Bear- 31.6 is the height with the copula its 44’4”, and we will be seeking a variance for that as part of the BZA process.  Wanted to point out that the GB district allows 60’, and also a conditional use generally allows 60’.   
Robert Braun – any firefighters from the Town of Brookville present that would know the height of the ladder capabilities of being able to reach the building.
Curtis Ward, Brookville Town Council– we did approve the building permit, contingent upon that if there is an issue with the height, it would be addressed by the Brookville Fire chief.
Denny Brown, - is on the Town of Cedar Grove Fire Department, and it is not an issue with the equipment on the height of the structure.
Ed Derickson- questions the lift station for the manhole accessing for 1 safety value, feels (from his experience) should be a value on both sides.  Jason, Excel Engineering – final decision would be determined by the Town of Brookville, will adjust accordingly.
Ruthie Mannix – site plan shows trees behind the hotel, are there planning to remove the trees?  John Bear – no removal of the trees.
Robert Braun – have you considered drainage from the parking lot going into the holding basin?  Jason, Excel Engineering - there will be collection from that drain into a stormwater management basin, parking lot will go to a surrounding ditch that will also go into a stormwater management basin, will be designed to state code.  And there will also be swales as well as the stormwater management basin.  
Chris Ernstes– site plans shows some addition to help control traffic on state road 101, how would that be beneficial once the hotel is in business? What about construction traffic?  Jason, Excel Engineering  – construction traffic would be determined by INDOT and they currently have temporary access to the site.  The INDOT has asked them to better direct the line of traffic.
Becky Codiano - Had sewage problems in the past and questions if this would affect it again, and if permission could be granted by the property owner to grant access to the back of her property.  How close will they get to the creek bed, and noise? 
John Bear – feels noise won’t be an issue.  He could look at the site and meet with her to see what is available for the access. MOTION - Chris Ernstes– send a favorable recommendation to the BZA, Ruthie Mannix 2nd. AIF. MC.

CU-3-19-21280 for Brackney, Inc. to revise the original conditional use in Section 26 of Highland Township located at 2145 State Road 1 on parcel # 24-16-26-200-002.000-008 containing 86.73 acres.  Amendment on Section 80.11.07.  Both items will be continued.

MONTHLY REPORTS – Cindy Orschell presented complaint report and monthly building report.  Tammy Davis – has had contact the Davis and Cregar.  She asked about the vehicles, and he said the truck is operable and is licensed. And the other vehicle is his brother-in-law’s and he is working on it for him, he was going to contact him and ask him to come get it.  And on the Cregar’s, they were going to get in contact with their neighbors about vacating the road.  There is an open line of communication on both cases.
