Mr. Derickson opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance.

APPOINTMENT OF AREA PLANNING EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR – Mr. Derickson opened the meeting with the appointment of the Executive Director of the Franklin County Area Planning; Mr. McMillin moved to appoint Cindy Orschell as Executive Director for the balance of the term, Mr. Moeller 2nd.  MC.  Mrs. Ison (opposed).      

[bookmark: _GoBack]MOTION TO APPROVE 8/13/14 MINUTES – Mr. Derickson motioned to approve the minutes; Mr. McMillin 2nd; Mr. Derickson commented regarding the cell tower for the Franklin County Water Association and who stated the cell tower is built with flexibility; Ms. Orschell stated that it was Ryan Ison; Mr. McMillin asked Mr. Derickson if he wanted to amend the minutes to state that the applicant indicated that the towers are designed and built with flexibility; Mr. Derickson stated that it was not the applicant but Ryan Ison; Mrs. Ison suggested it was the applicant that said the towers are built with flexibility and Ryan Ison agreed; Mr. McMillian stated that Ms. Orschell can review the tape to determine the details regarding who stated the towers are built with flexibility;  Mrs. Ison stated that she did not say that she dislikes the microwave towers but is worried about them because of their safety if they are turned on and someone climbs on them.     

CONDITIONAL USE CU-5-14-19595 CELL TOWER/JANNET BAKER/PYRAMID NETWORK SERVICES, LLC – Mr. Derickson confirmed all present understood the location of the property (near Haytown Road); Mr. Derickson asked what the height of the tower is; Ms. Orschell answered 250 ft. and then introduced John Marcellettei for questions; Mr. Marcellettei stated he is present representing Pyramid Network Services, LLC and Jannet Baker; Mrs. Ison confirmed that Jannet Baker is not present; Mr. Derickson asked who is constructing the tower; Pyramid Network representative stated Central States Tower Constructing out of Chicago will be constructing;  Mr. Derickson asked what all communication devices will they be putting on the tower; Pyramid Network representative stated it is a typical cell phone array with 12 antennas, standard panel antennas with 3 sectors and 1 cell phone company using currently; Mr. Derickson stated that the tower will be sitting adjacent to the property line with no easements; Mr. Marcellettei confirmed that there are no easements for the adjacent properties; Mr. McMillin asked what the setback is from the property line; Mr. Marcellettei stated it is about 44ft. from the property line; Mr. Gillespie confirmed that the measurement is to the center of the tower; Mr. Marcellettei responded that yes it is to the center; Mr. Gillespie then asked what the distance would be from the edge of the tower to the property line; Mr. Marcellettei stated that this is not in the drawing; Ms. Morrow stated that the setback information is under Transmission Towers on pg. 73; Mr. McMillin asked if it is a standard 15ft.;  Mr. Derickson then asked Ms. Orschell if she had information regarding the state and federal setback requirements; Ms. Orschell responded that she requested Mr. Marcelletei bring that information to the meeting; Pyramid Network representative stated that the regulations are the APC’s determination but their information states 15ft.; Mr. Derickson’s stated for reference that on pg. 67 Grain Elevators are required to have a setback twice the height of the highest structure and some of the concerns that adjacent property owners could be impacted by any structure could fall over on their property and then be restricted on the use of their own property; Pyramid Services representative responded that the zoning ordinance states 15ft.; Mr. Derickson stated that the 15ft. is for sewer or anything ran underground but not necessarily for a structure or tower built on a property; Mr. McMillian asked who the adjacent property order is and asked if the adjacent property owners were notified as required by process; Ms. Orschell approached with the green cards for the 4 adjacent property owners; None were present at the meeting but were notified; Mr. Derickson then brought up the microwave discussion from the last meeting; Mr. McMillin suggested that the APC could impose a condition that the petition is acceptable but Pyramid could not use the microwaves; Pyramid Services representative responded that this would not be an issue because they do not use microwaves but rather use fiberoptics and that this is not a “hot” tower (5 watts); Mr. Gillespie stated that the surrounding property is mostly woods and undeveloped; Pyramid Services representative assured that the tower will not fall and is a strong self-support tower.  He maintained that if the tower does fall it will be Pyramid Services responsibility; Mr. Moeller asked if there is a structure within reach; Mr. Gillespie stated no; Pyramid Services representative confirmed there will be a lightning rod; Mr. McMillian moved to send a favorable recommendation to the BZA under the condition that Pyramid Services does not ever upgrade to microwave capacity capability; Mr. Ward 2nd  AIF. MC. 

AMENDMENT PERMITTING RESIDENTIAL USE IN OPEN INDUSTRIAL DISTRICT- Mr. Derickson asked Ms. Orschell for the proof of publication and Ms. Orschell presented how this was advertised; Mr. Derickson read the proposed amendment, “the specifically proposed amendment is as follows, Sec. 80.02.11 Sections  1 and 2 Open Industrial District- add to that section Dwellings: Single Family and Manufactured Homes to the Permitted Uses” on pg. 20;  Mr. Gillespie stated that the Open Industrial implies that all enclosed industrial uses are permitted so the amendment would just clarify that; Mr. McMillin stated that the advertised notice is not correct and should be 80.03.11 not 80.02.11; Mrs. Davis read the notice and confirmed that the notice is sufficient for clearly advertising and publically notifying the proposed amendment; Mr. McMillin agrees with Mr. Gillespie regarding adding the language because it was a concern at the CIC meeting.  He believes the ordinance has to be amended in order to clarify its meaning.  Mr. McMillin stated that I-1 and I-2 mirror each other; however, there are some things you can do in I-2 that you can’t do in I-1, for example, Open Storage.  Mr. McMillin believes the original wording was in error.  He stated that the CIC was clear and the APC followed the comprehensive plan to retain rural character and adding the language does that.  The amendment is consistent with the comprehensive plan.  Mr. Derickson addressed the room for public questions.  Mrs. Lynn Edwards voiced her concerns and agreed with Mrs. Keller’s perspective from the previous meeting that the amendment is the wrong decision to mix uses.  There may be plenty of land for those uses but once one residential development or one house then those business developers who want to come in feel that area is spoiled because they do not want to have surrounding houses and/or neighbors in the area of their business.  She is opposed to the amendment.  Mr. McMillin understands her point but the idea of zoning is to raise property values by speculating the use of I-2.  In protecting rural character, the kind of businesses that we want to attract are smaller businesses.  He does not believe Mrs. Edwards’ point applies to this situation in order to stay in line with rural character.  Mr. Gillespie agrees with her point; however, it is already a permitted use.  Mr. Moeller stated that there is not exclusively commercial ground in Franklin County and possibly the intent of the CIC was to eliminate item 3. Enclosed Industrial Uses; Mr. McMillin does not believe if you took out section 3 it would allow for any industrial, he also suggested that there is plenty of room for industrial development; Mr. Derickson agreed with Mrs. Edwards’ comments; the board members then reviewed the FC GIS map for property zoned as industrial; Mr. Scott McDonough addressed the board regarding his recollection of the CIC meetings regarding open industrial and that it is the least restrictive zone; He suggested that this may be the reason why the ordinance included the original language; Mr. Moeller stated that if this was the case why did they add the verbiage regarding industrial; Mr. McMillian stated that the industrial section was adopted on a motion and 2nd with no discussion; Mrs. Ison suggested this section was possibly discussed with the commissioners; Mr. McMillin didn’t think so; Mr. McMillin moved to forward the amendment to the appropriate government bodies with a favorable recommendation to add Dwellings: Single Family and Manufactured Homes to 80.03.11 (A) Permitted Uses; Mr. Gillespie 2nd; M.C. Mr. Derickson (opposed).     

5 HOMES ON A PRIVATE DRIVE- Mr. Derickson directed the conversation to Mr. Ward who stated that he brought up this issue as a result of the previous discussions regarding the development and a possibility of having a hearing; Mr. McMillin stated that someone could technically build a road but they would most likely have an issue when it came to obtaining a building permit;  Mr. Ward stated when he spoke with emergency personnel the concern was that the roads would be ill equipped for travel if there are no restrictions; Mr. McMillin stated there are specifications for roads; Mr. Gillespie suggested a special meeting to discuss; Mr. McMillin suggested a joint meeting with both the APC and BZA to discuss the restrictions; Mrs. Davis stated that a joint meeting would be fine but it would have to be publicized that it is a joint meeting; a joint meeting to discuss private drive issue was added to the October 8th agenda.  

FRENCH/LAUTZ CAMPER COMPLAINT- Mr. Randy French stated that his neighbor and adjacent property owner has had someone living in a camper on her property for the past year.  He originally thought it may be her brother but it is not.  Debra Lautz has been sent letters regarding this issue.  There are pit bulls on the property and Mr. French has called the dog warden regarding the dogs.  Mr. French wants to know what the status of his complaint is.  Ms. Orschell stated that she and Mr. Gary Marmouze went to the property.  Mrs. Lautz stated to her that the she is renting out a room and there is no one living in the camper.  The photos presented show a deck and Ohio license plates on the camper.  Mr. McMillin stated that you cannot store someone else’s camper on your property only your own.  He also stated that the first complaint should be treated as closed and a new complaint should be filed for a new investigation by Ms. Orschell.  Ms. Orschell stated Mrs. Lautz responded to both of the previous letters and there are notes in the file regarding her response.  It is Ms. Orschell’s responsibility to determine which code has been violated.  Mr. French stated that Mrs. Lautz built an above-ground pool.  Ms. Orschell is going to check to see if a permit was issued for the pool.  Mr. Marmouze stated he did not see septic hooked up only electric.      

DELANEY/PENCE ROAD- Mrs. Edwards asked regarding the status of the Delaney complaint.  Ms. Orschell stated that she sent letters regular mail 8/22 and it came back returned.  She sent them by regular mail on 9/4 and nothing has come back yet.  Mr. McMillin stated that there are 30 days to respond.    

BUDGET- Mr. Derickson stated he requested a copy of the budget from Ms. Orschell.  He discussed that there is a difference between the originally proposed 2015 budget and the notes.  There is a difference of $28,320.00.  Also, Ms. Orschell proposed $6,500.00 for part-time but the council gave a recommendation of $5,000.00.  The council also proposed that the secretary position be eliminated from the 2015 budget.  Ms. Orschell voiced her concern that the commissioners recommended $1,500.00 for the BZA members.  Mr. Gillespie stated that that amount should be fine and stated Ms. Orschell can do a transfer if needed.           

ADJOURNMENT – MOTION- Mr. Derickson moved to adjourn the meeting, Mr. McMillin 2nd. AIF. MC. Meeting adjourned at 8:21 PM
