Mr. Gillespie opened the meeting with the pledge of allegiance.

MINUTES- MOTION- 8/14/13 Mr. McMillin motioned to approve the minutes, Mrs. Neanover 2nd. AIF. MC.  

FLOOD PLAIN ORDINANCE- This is a public hearing to amend our flood plain ordinance.  This will need a recommendation to the County Commissioners, then onto the incorporated towns.     Mr. Jonas motioned to send a favorable recommendation to the County Commissioners, Mrs. Ison 2nd. AIF. MC. This will rescind the current flood ordinance and replace it with the proposed. 

GIWER PROPERTY, JOHNSON FORK ROAD –  Mr. Franzman spoke with their Attorney,  Jerry Charles last Wednesday, (September 4th) informing him that something needs to be done to stop the soil erosion.    Mr. Greg Jacobs, adjoining property owner was present and presented photos of his property showing the drainage from the Giwer property. Mr. Franzman is wanting to get the Soil & Water Conservation involved for a Rule 5. Mr. Gillespie questions, Mrs. Davis if she has any recommendations, she feels that since they have counsel (Mr. Charles), she will have to contact with Mr. Charles. This a violation of our ordinance.  Mr. Gillespie worries there is an erosion control problem, but he also worries if they have altered the drainage area and they are shedding water that has never shed before in that direction, but if they had altered the drainage area, that may be a different issue.  The board instructed Mrs. Davis to speak with Mr. Charles on this issue.

[bookmark: _GoBack]CVS – CVS is wanting to consolidate all the lots, but leave a remaining 10x20 lot size and on that lot will a sign will remain. They are wanting a letter stating that is ok and its not, the sign and the lot will be non-conforming.   This lot is currently a non-conforming lot, and in doing this it will make it more non-conforming.  Mr. Franzman said if at some time in the future they want to upgrade the sign, it would only be permitted to have a 10 sq. ft. sign because the ordinance goes by lot frontage.  Mr. Gillespie says to consolidate all the lots he feels a replat is needed, that’s his opinion.  

BARKING DOG ISSUE ON FAIRFEILD-CAUSEWAY ROAD- Mrs. Koester contacted Mr. Franzman and after an adjoining property was surveyed it was discovered that the dog pen is located on the adjoining property owner’s property.  It’s Mr. Franzman’s feelings that the dog pen is considered an improvement and should maintain a 15’ setback.   

JAMES BARRICKLOW- Mrs. Davis hasn’t had any contact with Mr. Barricklow since the August meeting, but she has been sending him letters via regular mail and hasn’t had any returned letters from him.
