Mr. Steele opened the meeting with the pledge of allegiance.

MINUTES- 8/8/2012- MOTION- Mr. McMillin motioned to approve the minutes, Mr. Braun 2nd. AIF. MC.

CU-3-12-18898 FOR JONATHAN MARCUM to permit federally regulated firearm sales in Section 7 of Blooming Grove Township located on 18224 Marcum Lane containing 2.00 acres. Proof of publication and notifications from adjoining property owners were in order.  Mr. Marcum was present and he has no plans on having customers at his house, the plan is to have no stock on hand, no storage of powder, but he will have shells on hand and he will have a safe. There were no adjoining property owners present. MOTION- Mr. McMillin motioned to send a favorable recommendation to the Board of Zoning Appeals, Mr. Gillespie 2nd. AIF. MC.
CU-2-12-19973 FOR ENTERPRISE LIQUIDS PIPELINE LLC to permit a transmission line (pipeline) in Highland and Whitewater Townships. Bruce Olson was present with Wesley Tollier, Survey Coordinator, Alan Hawkins, Office Manager, Oswald Foster, Project Engineer, Lloyd Harrison, Right-of-Way Project Manger, Roger Curry, Assistant Project Manager, Craig Peters, Constructability Lead and Gene Stewart, Attorney.  Mr. Ted Cooley, County Engineer states some of the key issues are they are required to have a bond in the amount of $1,590,000.00 that covers 15 miles at $106,000.00 per mile, $65,000.00 for inspector of the roads, they will video before and after construction, 48 hours to notify the highway department after receiving notice of the road being inoperable, there are 18 specific areas of driveways, and 2 of them will be permanent.  Also notify the district foreman 2 days before they build driveways, the pipeline will be 40” below grade, notify the property owners before any ground disturbance, all restoration short term and long term will be at the satisfaction of the property owners and shall verbally notify the property owners on road closures.  No open-cut permits are permitted on county roads, without previous approval and additional permits may be required from DNR, IDEM and INDOT and Army Corps of Engineers. No plans were available because they do not have a schedule yet or a contractor. The 15 miles were questioned, if it was correct. Mr. Gillespie feels it’s important to have a copy of the construction plans.  Mr. Derickson questioned what type of assurance do the property owners have that the contractor will meet the specifications mentioned? Mr. Curry says it’s in their negotiated specifications.  Mr. McMillin questioned what is the recourse if the property is not to the owners satisfaction? Once the construction is completed, they will come back to the landowners and ask them if everything was up to contact and ask them to sign the release, if not they will contact the contractors to come back. They are regulated by the DOT, applications have been submitted the to DOT, U.S. Fish and Wildlife, DNR and Army Corps of Engineers have been submitted, but no approvals yet.  There are 26.8 miles involved instead of the previous 15 miles stated. There are 82 right-of-ways, but only 80 are signed.    Mrs. Sara Duffy, affected property owner states she feels the county should insist to bore under the roads unless the county confirms that its impossible to bore, and her concern is to notify the county more than 48 hours when a road will become inoperable and it should be shared with the Highway Department. She also feels there should be more time on notifying property owners in advance on road closures.  Ms. Marquerite Cook, affected property owner was not notified by Enterprise prior to clearing of her property, and expressed concern of Enterprise doing as they say they will.  Mr. Gillespie feels he needs to see the plans before he can vote on the application.   Mrs. Wilhelm questioned stump removal, the measurements of the right-of-way and the access road.  MOTION- Mr. Jonas motioned to continue the application, until we get the other signed right-of-ways and plans, Mr. Braun 2nd. AIF. MC.  
JAMES BARRICKLOW CASE – Mr. Braun questioned if the garnishment order has been started on this case.  Mrs. Davis felt the Board wanted to wait on the IDEM report before starting with the garnishment order. Mr. Steele feels that we wanted to hold off to see what IDEM reported.  Mr. Braun motioned to start the procedure for the garnishment order, Mr. Jonas 2nd. AIF. MC. The fine is up to $1,033,000.00.
