Mr. McMillin opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance.

MOTION TO APPROVE 8/12/15 MINUTES – Mr. Gillespie moved to approve the Minutes.  Mrs. Ison- 2nd.  AIF. MC.  

CENTRAL STATES TOWER/NORTON- Mr. McMillin opened the Public Hearing on the matter and asked if anything was received from the applicant.  Ms. Orschell responded that she has only received a call from Elizabeth Williams asked for a continuance.  Debbie Blank, in the audience, asked how often they can ask for a continuance.  The board discussed if there are any rules regarding this or if they a required to continue to accept a continuance.  Mr. Gillespie added that the Board is not required to approve the continuance and he planned on making a Motion approving the continuance but stated that if the hearing doesn’t go forward next month the applicant would need to reapply.  A member of the audience mentioned that the possible reason for the continuance and delay is that the applicant is trying to get approval from the Indians because they want to make sure there isn’t an Indian burial ground where they want to put the tower.  Mr. Gillespie moved to accept the continuance but next month there will need to be a hearing or they will need to reapply.  Mr. Brown-2nd.  AIF. MC.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]DISCUSSION ON POOL FENCING REQUIREMENT- Mr. Derickson stated that Ms. Orschell did some additional research and the original language was repealed.  He added that the requirement is that pools require a 4’ high fence and an above-ground pool needs to have a removable ladder.  Although he doesn’t believe fencing is required for above-ground or blow up pools, he does agree with requiring a permit for grounding and stating the pool location on the property.  Mrs. Ison commented that this appears to be a negligence issue because there is no grading of these pools and someone could get sued.  She stated this is a safety issue.  Mr. Derickson added that there are no fencing requirements for around ponds.  Mr. Brown asked if this is changed who can enforce the zoning code.  Mr. McMillin responded that if there is a complaint then we deal with the complaint.  Robert Braun, in the audience, stated that it would be harder to climb a pool with the 4’ height requirement than a chain-linked fence.  There was some additional discussion on the pros and cons of having a fence around a pool.  Ms. Keller mentioned that no fencing around ponds poses more of a risk than no fencing around pools.  Debbie Blank, in the audience, asked how this is monitored.  Mr. McMillin responded that those who do not choose to get a building permit risk getting fined or having the building removed.  If a complaint is sent then Mrs. Orschell looks into the complaint and reports back to the board.  Mr. Ward stated that there is a problem with how the current code is written because the current code is obsolete based on the new technology.  He commented that the board should send to the Towns for their input.  He added that the 5.2 is not practical and it should be taken out.  He stated that he agrees to add in the 4’ fencing requirement to match what the State requires.  Mr. Gillespie stated that he is for advertising this if/when there are other changes.  Mr. Gillespie moved to accept this for consideration when there are other changes to be reviewed.  Mr. Brown added that there should be some agreement before moving this down the line.  Mr. Derickson-2nd.  5-In Favor.  Mrs. Ison-Abstained.  MC.                      

PERSONNEL REVIEWS- Mr. Gillespie moved to conduct the reviews at the October meeting at 6:30 p.m.  Mrs. Ison-2nd.  AIF. MC.
