WHAT YOU NEED WHEN FILING YOUR FORMS

-You will need the original and copies for all parties in the case for the motion/petition being filed
-You will need the original and copies for all parties for the order that is being submitted
-The Clerk’s office will stamp the motion/petition forms with a filing date and give you back a copy/copies
-Mail one stamped copy of each form that you filed to the other party’s attorney, or the other party if he or she is not represented by an attorney. 
-Leave self-addressed stamped envelopes for all parties so clerk’s office can distribute order to all parties
-Cash or money order for filing fees are accepted only

THE COURT, INCLUDING THE JUDGE, THE CLERK, AND ALL COURT STAFF, MUST REMAIN
