Bridge # 81 O’Mara offered to sand blast the deck apply an epoxy seal and bids for Bridge #10 are due by April 25, 2014.  Commissioner Linkel stated he had discussed the problem on Levee Road with Kevin Kopp and Kevin has offered to supply $10,000.00 worth of stone and could possibly more money into the project.  The stone was to be delivered today, April 7, 2014.
