Open – The meeting was called to order by President Tom Wilson and open with the Pledge of Allegiance led by Bob Evans.
Nativity Scene – A letter of objection to the Nativity Scene on Government Property had been received from the Freedom of Religion Group on Feb. 21, 2014.  A large group of citizens in support of this attended the Commissioners Meeting asking for their support of this project.  Several individuals and churches had collected petitions and presented to the Commissioners along with various other phone calls and letters being received.  After hearing from several from the large contention it was unanimous of the Commissioners that the Nativity will still be placed on the lawn and it was asked of all to support Christian judges who do not rule against the Constitution.  Before the group left the meeting Glenna Edwards ask all to stand and sing “God Bless America.”
County Recorder – Pam Beneker presented the Bulk User Agreement for Core Logic and a motion was made by Scott McDonough to sign this agreement and was 2nd by Tom Linkel.  Motion carried.
Election Polling Places – A motion was made by Tom Wilson to sign the approval of Polling Places as presented by Franklin County Clerk, Karla Bauman and was 2nd by Tom Linkel.  Motion carried.
Clerk/Treasurers Report - A motion was made by Tom Wilson to acknowledge receipt of the Clerk and Treasurer reports for February and was 2nd by Scott McDonough. Motion carried.
Minutes – A motion was made by Tom Wilson to approve minutes of March 17 with correction to EDIT FUNDS – of the $50,000 move $10,000.00 to EDC and $40,000.00 to Highway for 2014 and was 2nd by Scott McDonough.  Motion carried.
EDIT – Scott McDonough made a motion to transfer Edit Funds in the amount of $10,000.00 to EDC and $140,000.00 to General Fund in order to help save jobs.  This change is for one year only and was 2nd by Tom Linkel.  Motion carried.
Payroll – A motion to approve payroll was made by Tom Wilson and 2nd by Scott McDonough.  Motion carried.
Ted Cooley – A motion was made by Tom Linkel to sign the Bridge Inspection Contract with INDOT and Franklin County and was 2nd by Scott McDonough.  Motion carried.  A motion was made by Tom Wilson to sign the LPA-INDOT contract for signs in the amount of $9,000.00 and 2nd by Tom Linkel.  Motion carried.  Additional concerns of Autumn Oaks and Levee Road were addressed.  Ted is to work with Larry and put sealer on road to fill cracks and replace signs and couple of drainage issues.  Also, Kevin Kopp has offered to supply shock rock on Levy Road.  Ted Cooley is to make an assessment as to how much material would be needed and see if this still of interest to Mr. Kopp.
Ordinance 2014-05 – A motion was made by Scott McDonough to sign this ordinance for prohibiting the use of all ATV’S (excluding Special Events) discharging of firearms and hunting at the county park and was 2nd by Tom Linkel.  Motion carried.

O’Mara Contracting – Commissioner Linkel discussed the repair work by O’Mara on St. Mary’s Road. They had run out of material in the last 10 foot section which has left cracks that will deteriorate.  Linkel stated that either O’Mara repair the bridge of the county would no longer accept bids from their company.
