Commissioners – Tom Wilson, Tom Linkel and Scott McDonough

Open – The meeting was called to order by President Tom Wilson and was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.
Town of Brookville – Brent Riehle came to asked the Commissioners to waive the Building Permit fee for new restrooms at the town park.  A motion was made by Tom Wilson to waive the fee and was 2nd by Tom Linkel.  Motion carried.
Soil and Water – Chris Fox, Director reported on the SWCD webinar regarding Waters of the United States, led by EPA.  The purpose of the webinar was to clearly define what waterways are covered by the 40 year old Clean Water Act.  No new waterways will be under Federal control; however, the info presented by the EPA and the Corps maybe a little clouded in their favor.  Mr. Fox stated that the SWCD is not a regulatory organization but the do confer with the Indiana Dept. of Environmental Management, The Indiana Dept. of Natural Resources and EPA for questions and concerns.  Commissioner Linkel stated some of his concerns about EPA regulations and Commissioner Wilson noted that our drinking water is important and we have to keep EPA in check.  The Commissioners will send their comments to Senator Dan Coats and Congressman Luke Messer.
Clothesline Project – a motion was made by Tom Wilson to permit the project to be held on the Court House Lawn June 13 and was 2nd by Scott McDonough.  Motion carried.
Ted Cooley – a motion was made by Scott McDonough to sign the Notice to Proceed on Bridge #10 and was 2nd by Tom Linkel.  Motion carried.   A motion was made by Scott McDonough to approve the Notice to Proceed on the Bridge Inspection Contract and was 2nd by Tom Linkel.  A motion was made by Scott McDonough to sign the commitment letter on the Call for project of Bridge #144 and was 2nd by Tom Linkel.  Motion carried.  A bid to repair a crushed culvert on Blue Creek Road from Iron Works was approved for $1,695.
Animal Shelter and Transfer station – with the upcoming retirement of Mendell Cummins at the Transfer Station, Commissioner Linkel proposed changing a part-time position at both to a full-time position, which would, eliminated one part-time position and possibly save the county money.  Commissioner Linkel will attend the Council meeting on May 27 and ask for permission to make this change.
Reservoir Road – discussion was held concerning a Storm Water complaint from Dan Jones. This began when a nearby subdivision was built close to Mr. Jones property and letter more developed neighbor, Jerry Erdmann installed a new culvert under his driveway which is too high for the elevation.  It was suggested that Mr. Jones petition the Drainage Board and ask for “a removal of obstruction.”  
Bruns/Harvey Ditch – Mr. Gillespie reported that recent heavy rains have damaged the driveway of Glenn Bruns.  The recently completed ditch project will pay to haul gravel to fix the driveway.
Minutes – a motion to approve the minutes of the previous meeting was made by Scott McDonough and 2nd by Tom Linkel. Motion carried.
Utility Claims – a motion was made by Tom Wilson to approve and was 2nd by Scott McDonough.  Motion carried.
Payroll – a motion was made by Scott McDonough to approve payroll and was 2nd by Tom Linkel.  Motion carried.
