MINUTES Of December 12, 2018- MOTION- Mary Rodenhuis moved to accept, 2nd Robert Braun. AIF. MC. Dennis Brown abstained.
Dennis Brown addressed the board- I would like to clarify the code for office. I am on the board for the town of Cedar Grove. I was elected to the board and not appointed. The town should be able to send anyone to fill this position, is that correct? Jeff- I am not sure of the answer to that, I am going to re-direct the question to Tammy. Tammy- Are these both paid positions? Dennis - yes. Tammy- Attorney General for Indiana states that one person cannot hold more than one lucrative position within the county. I am going to ask that you do not vote on anything tonight while I investigate this further. I can also get you in contact with the Indiana Attorney General for any further questions that you may have. Ruthie- What if he does not take the stipend? Tammy- I am not sure, which is why I need to investigate further. Terry Duffy- State code on Area Planning Commission formation states that if there is an odd number of board members, it requires that an elected official is to take a seat on the board. Jeff- Until we find out more information, Dennis will not vote tonight. 
Election of Officers- Robert Braun nominates Jeff Batchler to continue as President. Mary Rodenhuis 2nd. Glenn Bailey moves to close nominations for President. Mary Rodenhuis 2nd. AIF MC. Dennis Brown abstained.
Ruthie Mannix nominates Robert Braun for Vice President. Glenn Bailey 2nd. Mary Rodenhuis moves to close nominations for Vice President. Glenn Bailey 2nd. AIF MC. Dennis Brown abstains.
Jeff Batchler reads the letter from Nichole Staudt requesting to continue as the recording secretary for the Area Planning Commission and Board of Zoning Appeals. Mary Rodenhuis moves to accept, Glenn Bailey 2nd. AIF MC. Dennis Brown abstained
Jeff Batchler reads the letter from Cindy Orschell requesting to continue as the executive director of the Area Planning Commission and Board of Zoning Appeals. Glenn Bailey moves to accept, Robert Braun 2nd. AIF MC. Dennis Brown abstained.
Jeff Batchler reads the letter from Tammy Davis requesting to continue as the attorney for the Area Planning Commission and Board of Zoning Appeals. Ruthie Mannix moves to accept, Chris Ernstes 2nd. AIF MC. Dennis Brown abstained.
Jeff Batchler reads the contract for Tammy Davis to continue as the attorney. Ruthie- When you say that you bill hourly is that per case? Tammy- Yes, if it takes more than two hours to prepare. Robert- How much was billed last year? Do we seek these fees back when filing a suit? Tammy- I am not sure how much exactly, I do not bill for the case until the case is complete. I do ask for attorney and filing fees when I file suit. These are usually granted by the judge. Ruthie moves to accept the contract as written, Chris Ernstes 2nd. AIF MC. Dennis Brown abstained.
Robert Braun nominates Ruthie Mannix to sit on the Board of Zoning Appeals. Ruthie Mannix declines. Robert withdraws nomination. Ruthie Mannix nominates Chris Ernstes to sit on the BZA board, Mary Rodenhuis 2nd. AIF MC. Dennis Brown abstained. Sara Duffy- What is the term of office for Chris on the BZA. Jeff- Four years.
TIF District- Cindy- Bill Schirmer would like to discuss the TIF district. Bill- I would like to see if we can get this on the agenda for February meeting. It takes a vote of 4 to pass. Tammy- The board is to vote if the TIF meets the comprehensive plan. Jeff- If anyone on the board has any questions about the TIF, I would advise that you contact Cindy or Tammy with any questions that you may have prior to the next meeting.
Updates on Violations- Tammy- 2 of the 4 complaints that we had have been compliant. The New Trenton property with the camper has taken the camper off of the property. I have not received proof of receipt on two of the complaints that I have filed suit on. I don’t have them in front of me to be able to tell you which two those are. Jeff- Was there any mention of trash in the complaint in New Trenton? Tammy- I am not sure if that was in the original complaint, I will have to look back in my file. They did just move the camper in the last couple of days so maybe they are working on that too. If it is in the original complaint, I can send a letter. They do have 20 days to be compliant one the suit is filed. Robert- Is trash still and issue? Jeff- I was asked by a member of the public if was part of the complaint. Tammy- I will look into the file and find out.
