AREA PLAN COMMISSION

January 12, 2011

The Area Plan Commission met on Wednesday, January 12, 2011 with the following members in attendance; Greg Kunkel, Bill Schirmer, Denny Brown, Joe Gillespie, Richard Placke, Bill Doig and Joe Jonas.  Also present were Tammy Davis, Commission Attorney; Larry J. Franzman, Executive Director; and Cindy C. Orschell, Recording Secretary.


Minutes were approved as submitted.


Letters for reappointments were submitted from Tammy Davis for Commission Attorney; Larry J. Franzman for Executive Director; and Cindy C. Orschell for Recording Secretary.  Mr. Jonas moved to reappoint Ms. Orschell as Recording Secretary, second by Mr. Placke, 7-0.  Mr. Gillespie moved to reappoint Mrs. Davis as Commission Attorney, second by Mr. Placke. 7-0.  Mr. Jonas moved to reappoint Mr. Franzman as Executive Director, Mr. Brown second.  Mr. Schirmer opposed and Mr. Doig abstained. 5-1.  

RZ-3-10-18351 for Cora Moffett as owner and Justin Ward as applicant to change the present zoning designation from Secondary Agriculture to General Business in Section 36 of Metamora Township located on Pennington Road containing .727 acres.  Mr. Darius Ward was present representing Justin.  This property is known as the Canning Factory.  Mr. Ward plans on operating a car lot.  Proof of publication and notifications from adjoining property owners were in order.  Mr. Jonas moved to give a favorable recommendation to the County Commissioners, second by Mr. Placke.  7-0.  

Mr. Franzman presented the board with a list of the dates for Mr. Dennis Lynch’s fireworks on Big Cedar Road.  Mr. Kunkel moved to accept the dates, Mr. Brown second.  7-0


Mr. Franzman informed the board concerning Mr. Barrlicklow’s property on Snow Hill Road.  A neighbor contacted Mr. Franzman concerning Mr. Barrlicklow not cleaning up his property and he is still continuing to haul in things.  Mrs. Davis sent him a letter and he responded stating that he would try to do something in a year or two.  We have already placed a lien on the property for the fine.    The board recommended to wait until spring to take more photos and present them to the board.

Mr. Franzman said he received a letter dated January 9, 2011 from William Wesolowaski on Snow Hill Road requesting another 60 days on tearing a house down.  Mr. Franzman said the board has already granted a 60 day extension.  Mr. Gillespie said that their father-in-law, George Weaver has assured him that it’s going to go away and moved to grant another 60 day extension, second by Mr. Jonas. 7-0. 


Mr. Franzman said there is a meat packaging plant wanting to move into the J&J building on Golden Road, he feels it fits the industrial use.  Mr. Gillespie moved that its our interpretation that it is a permitted use and we have no problems with that operation at the location, second by Mr. Schirmer. 6-1 Mr. Brown did not vote.  


 Mr. Franzman said Mr. Roger Quinlan questioned him if he could file for a rezone and special exception on the same application.  The property he purchased to build a house on he can’t get a septic on the property.  An adjoining property owner is wanting to buy it, but they want it rezoned with a special exception for a temporary storage yard.  Mr. Schirmer asked if you are permitted to store cars in a Flood Plain District. Mr. Gillespie said some of the property is zoned flood plain and some of it isn’t.   Mr. Doig questioned what would be the assurance on the neighbor buying the property after its rezoned.  Mr. Franzman said you have no assurance.  The board felt the could do the rezone and special exception under the same application. 


Election of Officers: 

Mr. Jonas moved to nominate Mr. Kunkel as President.  6-1, Mr. Schirmer opposed.  Mr. Gillespie moved to nominate Mr. Placke as Vice-President,  Mr. Placke declined.  Mr. Kunkel moved to nominate Mr. Jonas as Vice-President, Mr. Jonas declined.  Mr. Gillespie moved to nominate Mr. Doig as Vice-President, second by Mr. Brown. 6-0

Mr. Scott McDonough, County Commissioner presented the board with Ordinance No. 2011-02 stating, the Franklin County Board of County Commissioners intend to enact the CIC’s proposed amendments to the current zoning code into law under the 600 series of Indiana Code 36-7.    It’s the CIC code dated April 12, 2010 that includes the addition of the Model code on the Flood Hazard.  The board has sixty (60) days to make a recommendation on that code and they (Commissioners) have 90 days to rule on it.  Mr. Jonas said the CIC did a good job and now it’s between you and us.  Mr. Placke asks why do you want us to continue working on the code when you are going to approved the original CIC Code without changes? Mr. McDonough said the Commissioners intent is to get the new code in place and the Commissioners are on the same page and you won’t have the Commissioners approval until you have the CIC’s approval.  Mr. Kunkel questions why not put together a text that doesn’t have to be amended?  Mr. Shure said you have 60 days to give a positive, negative or neutral recommendation.  Mrs. Davis said the board has 60 days to make a recommendation.  Mr. Schirmer questions having a public hearing?  Mrs. Davis said yes. 

Mr. McDonough said regarding the resumes for the Area Plan Director and Building Inspector, the deadline is February 1, 2011 and he would like to have a joint meeting between the APC and Commissioners. He has spoke with Mr. Franzman and he is willing to not reapply, and they will let him know when his termination date is.  Mr. Kunkel states this is a joint decision between the Commissioners and the APC.  Mr. McDonough understands it’s the APC’s perogrative to select the director and its is the Commissioners authority to appoint the Building Inspector and there is only one salary. We need to make sure we are all on the same page and in agreement so that we don’t go to the Council and arguing over if he should get a paycheck.  Mr. Brown said according to the Indiana Code and its his understand that they APC appoints the Executive Director and the County Council funds that position.  Mr. McDonough said its not mandatory for the Council to fund that job.  Mr. Brown reads from the Indiana Code.  Mr. McDonough said the APC Board was created by the Commissioners and the APC Board has no more authority that the Commissioners have.  Mr. Brown said according to Indiana Code there must be an Executive Director and the APC votes on that person.  He questions the Council not funding Mr. Franzman’s position of he is put back in the position.  Mr. McDonough has not made a statement as he has not asked the Council this question because he didn’t want it to come to this.  Mr. Brown feels maybe you should do that, so the APC Board knows where they stand.  Mr. McDonough said he would much rather come to an agreement with the board, Mr. Franzman is willing to come to an agreement. Mr. Brown said this was the first he was aware of this, he assumed if Mr. Franzman was voted in he would accept it.  Mr. McDonough said he spoke with Mr. Franzman, and if the Commissioners wanted him to turn in his keys Friday, he was willing to do that.  Mr. Franzman stated he wouldn’t quit, he wanted to be terminated and to move forward.  Mr. Brown questioned how can you terminate him, we hired him; how can the Commissioners get rid of him when the APC appoints him? Mr. McDonough wanted a joint meeting to come to an agreement.  Mr. Brown stated we don’t need an agreement with the Commissioners.  Mrs. Davis said the Commissioners appoint the Building Inspector and the Director is appointed by the APC, because that is a joint position and they are taking applications for that, she thinks they are asking for an Executive Session.   Mr. Franzman said what Mr. McDonough is saying is if he can’t work out an agreement with the board he will have to go to the Council to see if they are going to pay a Building Inspector separately or the Director.    Mr. Franzman said he put in for re-appointment so he is in legal standing until he is terminated.  Mr. Kunkel said why don’t we agree to a joint meeting and allow the County Council to make a decision; we have made our decision.  Mr. Gillespie said we don’t have to ask the Council for anything, they have funded the position as for this year.  Mr. McDonough is requesting a time after February 1, 2011 to have an executive session to review resumes.  Mr. Doig questioned the Commissioners not re-appointing Mr. Franzman as the Building Inspector position, and are you advertising the Building Inspector or Executive Director.  Mr. McDonough said we have advertised for both.  

Mr. Darius Ward stated if its in the IC Code, you can appoint who you want to appoint.  Mr. Gillespie said its our obligation.

This meeting will continue to the 19th at 7:00 p.m. for discussion on the proposed text.   Mr. McDonough asked the board if they wanted to meet for an Executive Session on the 19th to discuss the process on interviewing?  The board will hold an Executive Session at 6:30 on the 19th, to discuss the process for the joint position.  Discussion on the proposed text will be 7-9.  Another meeting was scheduled on Wednesday, January 26, 1011 at 7:00 p.m. to discuss the proposed text.
An executive session is scheduled for Wednesday, February 9, 2011 at 6:00 to review resumes for the Executive Director position and the regular scheduled meeting will begin at 7:00 p.m. 


 Mr. Gillespie moved to continue the meeting, second by Mr. Placke.  7-0 Meeting continued at 8:30 p.m.
