AREA PLAN COMMISSION
January 19, 2011

The Area Plan Commission met on Wednesday, January 19, 2011 at 7:00 p.m. with the following members in attendance;  Greg Kunkel, Bill Schirmer, Joe Gillespie, Joe Jonas, Bill Doig, Richard Placke, and Denny Brown. Also present were Tammy Davis, Commission Attorney; Larry J. Franzman, Executive Director; and Cindy C. Orschell, Recording Secretary.

Section 80.08.08 Private Lanes.  Mr. Kunkel questioned the driveway entrances.  Mr. Daryl Kramer said he met with the Highway Department and they wanted to keep things as they are.  Road maintenance agreements were discussed. Mrs. Ruthie Mannix questions who is responsible to install the entrance, the person buying the lot or selling the lot? Mr. Brown questions who is responsible for the private lane if only one lot is sold, does that person have to bring the road up to the standard and who maintains it?  Mr. Schirmer feels before the second home is built there needs to be a road maintenance agreement in place.  Is the first person building on that lot responsible for the road until the second person buys the second lot. Mrs. Davis feels it would be the person selling the lot.  Mr. Kunkel feels it should be deeded and platted all at once.    Mr. Suhre said the idea was to give a working farm or other land the opportunity to put houses on property that didn’t grow very good crops and a lane for each house didn’t make any sense.  Mr. Kunkel questions, who is going to make sure the deed disclosures are recorded.  Mr. Suhre said he is not sure, but deed disclosures are used all over the country.  Mr. Schirmer recommends changing it to a Class 2 process after the second lot.   It would require submitting an application, a site plan, and a description of the property.  Mr. Kunkel moved to add language to make Section 80.08.08 a Class 2.  Mr. Doig questions what would be the easiest way of having flexibility, but still having some form of balance in place.  Mr. Jonas second Mr. Kunkel’s motion.  Mr. Schirmer recommends to add the language; “two or more homes on a private lane require a Class 2 Process” and “applicants who are denied a Class 2 may request within sixty days to have their application brought before the APC for review” and; in such a case, no new application may be submitted to the Executive Director, the Director shall revert to the board for review.    Mr. Kramer recommends to remove the word “postpone” under Section 80.06.02 Approval Process for Class 2 Conditional Uses: Permit by Executive Decision, B Executive Review, 5 on page 61 of the CIC code.  There needs to be a definition of a site plan.  Mr. Kunkel moved to accept the changes up to Section 80.08.08 Privates Lanes, D Multiple Homes Allowed, second by Mr. Jonas. 7-0.  


Mrs. Davis points out that all the definitions need to be reviewed. 


Mr. Schirmer questioned Mr. Gillespie on his feelings on the private lane.  Mr. Gillespie said there are no permits required, so there would be no review. Mr. Schirmer said there is no way to enforce it.  Mr. Brown questions who will inspect the road? Mr. Gillespie said that has been his point, there should be no specifications if you are not going to have an approval process or you could have them post a bond for the improvements.    
Mr. Jonas moved to continue the meeting until the 26th at 7:00 p.m. second by Mr. Placke.  Meeting continued at 9:09 p.m.
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
