AREA PLAN COMMISSION
January 26, 2011


The Area Plan Commission met on Wednesday, January 26, 2011 at 7:00 p.m. with the following members in attendance; Greg Kunkel, Bill Schirmer, Bill Doig, Joe Jonas and Denny Brown.  Also present were Tammy Davis, Commission Attorney; Larry J. Franzman, Executive Director; and Cindy C. Orschell, Recording Secretary.


Mr. Kunkel wanted to review Section 80.08.08 Privates Lanes.   Mr. Kunkel moved to accept Section 80.08.08, Private Lanes, A. Private Lane Defined as written, second by Mr. Jonas. 5-0. Mr. Bill Schirmer moved to accept Section 80.08.08 Private Lanes, B. Undeniable Access, second by Mr. Doig.  5-0.  

Section 80.08.08, Private Lanes, C. Undeniable Utility Access, 1 and 2.  Mr. Kunkel questions who will police this to make sure it gets recorded? Could this be put in with the site plan?  Mr. Kunkel felt we could make sure the deed restriction and utility access is in the site plan.  Mr. Schirmer moved to leave all of Section 80.08.08, Private Lanes, C. Undeniable Utility Access, 1 and 2 as written second by Mr. Jonas. 5-0. 
 The board expresses concern on E, Private Lane Must Be Maintained and G, Specifications for a Private Lane for Multiple Homes.  Mr. Kunkel feels you will have to go to through a process if you are going to open the county to be responsible for the lane.    Mr. Brown states there is no teeth in it and it means nothing G., Specifications for a Private Lane for Multiple Homes, nobody is going to see if that in put in except for the property owner himself. If you don’t want the county to be involved in it as far as the APC is concerned then we need to wipe it all out. Why would we put something in there we can’t enforce.  Mr. Schirmer suggests to remove E, and suggest also to make G a recommendation and leave it as it is.  He feels E is worthless and you are assuming liability with E. Mr. Schirmer moved to remove E, Keep F and turn G into a recommendation. Mr. Doig questioned the differences on the 24 feet or 28 feet on 80.08.08, G, 1, b and the 30 to 40 feet 80.08.08, G, 5.  Mr. Schirmer wanted to back up and just remove E, second by Mr. Jonas.  5-0.

Mr. Schirmer moved to keep F as written, second by Mr. Doig. 5-0.  

The board agreed on the 80.08.08, G, 1, b at 24 feet and 80.08.08, G, at 30 feet.  Mr. Schirmer moved to accept the 24 feet and 30 feet, second by Mr. Jonas. Mr. Brown opposed 4-1.  
Mr. Schirmer moved to accept 80.08.08, F as written, second by Mr. Doig.  5-0

The board discussed 80.08.08, H.  Mrs. Davis said the word “shall” is a must. Mr. Doig moved to change 80.08.08, H. The developer of the private lane must purchase signs from the county which will be installed at beginning point of the private lane which read, “the name of the private drive and will state that it is a private drive.” Once installed by the property owner, maintenance of the signs will be the responsibility of the property owners. Second by Mr. Jonas. 5-0. And to include a site plan. 

Mr. Schirmer moved to change G. to read: Recommended specifications for a private lane for multiple homes, so as to allow adequate access for emergency vehicles and utilities, second by Mr. Doig.  5-0


Section 80.08.09 Sewer/Septic/Water Standards; A and B.  Mr. Jonas moved to accept A and B, second by Mr. Kunkel. 5-0.

Section 80.08.10 A; Mr. Kunkel moved to accept A Landscape Screening, second by Mr. Schirmer.  5-0.   

Section 80.09 Division of Land. There was a discussion on the definition for family.  Mr. Kunkel feels the definition of family needs to be reviewed, its wide open.  Mr. Schirmer questions why we treat family different from anyone, why can’t we treat everybody the same.  Mr. Shure feels family is higher than government authority.  Mr. Suhre feels that definition is in there because of another provision, its not appropriate.  The term “linear” was discussed and adding it to the definition of family, meaning; of, relating to, consisting of, or resembling a line or lines; straight.   Mr. Brian Bauman said he’s not against family, but feels there are two different sets of rules to follow.  Mr. Franzman points out that the family exemption is not exempting from anything, just the subdivision clause.           

Mr. Jonas moved to continue the meeting to Thursday, February 3, 2011 at 7:00 p.m. second by Mr. Schirmer.  Meeting continued at 9:15 p.m. 
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
