AREA PLAN COMMISSION
February 16, 2011


The Area Plan Commission met on Wednesday, February 16, 2011 at 7:00 p.m. with the following members in attendance;  Greg Kunkel, President; Denny Brown, John Steele, Richard Placke, and Lynn Edwards sitting in for Joe Jonas.  Also present were Tammy Davis, Commission Attorney; Larry J. Franzman, Executive Director; and Cindy C. Orschell, Recording Secretary.


Connie Kidd came before the board. Mr. Franzman said the property she is interested in purchasing is zoned Secondary Agriculture containing 23.6 acres,  Ms. Kidd wants to start a group home for rehabilitation of adults, grow fruits and vegetables, a retail shop and separate housing for the adults. Ms. Kidd said a rehab center.  Mr. Franzman said the code wasn’t precise and he wanted to ask the board’s opinion on how to proceed, he feels it would involve a special exception.   The board is in agreement with Mr. Franzman.    

Section 80.10.03 Subdivisions Must Have Approval by the APC, 2, A Sketch Plat.  Mr. Steele questioned if there needs to be a definition of sketch plat?  There is a definition of sketch plat under Section 80.10.04 Preliminary Approval of a Subdivision, A, 1 Sketch Plat.
Section 80.10.03 Procedure to Obtain Subdivision Approval, 2 c. Add; may be required by the Executive Director: read as follows; 80.10.02, 2, c. Additional Information may be required by Executive Director. Mr. Brown moved to accept 80.10.03, 2, second by Mr. Placke. 5-0


Section 80.01.04 Preliminary Approval of a Subdivision, Mr. Kunkel moved to accept, second by Mr. Placke. 5-0


Section 80.10.05 Process for Final Approval of a Subdivision, Mr. Kunkel moved to change “preliminary” to “final”, second by Mr. Placke    5-0  
Mr. Brown expressed concern over Section 80.10.05, B, a, 1.  Mrs. Edwards questions the liability of the County.  Mr. Franzman points out that it is in the current text.  Mr. Kunkel moved to accept Section 80.10.05, second by Mr. Placke.  Mr. Brown and Mrs. Edwards opposed. 3-2   Motion dies.  Mr. Brown moved to table Section 80.10.05, second by Mr. Kunkel. 5-0
Section 80.10.06 Drafting Standards.  Mr. Steele moved to accept, second by Mr. Placke. 5-0.

Section 80.10.07 A, 6.  Mr. Franzman points out that there is no Thoroughfare Plan.  The

board questioned 80.10.07, A, 1., last sentence, which states; A copy of the current Standard Specifications is on file in the office of the Franklin County Area Planning Department.  Mr. Steele recommends to strike that sentence and put the website where the document can be found.  Mr. Franzman will research it and report back to the board on his findings.   Mr. Brown is concerned about in that same paragraph, “shall” meaning “must”.  Mr. Brown recommended to table this paragraph, second by Mr. Placke. 5-0

Mrs. Edwards recommended on Section 80.10.07, Standards of Design and Improvement for Subdivisions, A., 25 Cul-de-sacs; to make C. first and then add b to it and delete a.  The board was in agreement.  Mrs. Edward moved to delete a and make c and b, a, second by Mr. Brown 5-0.  Will read as follows; Section 80.10.07, Standards of Design and Improvement for Subdivisions, A, 25, Cul-de-sacs; a. All cul-de-sacs shall terminate in a circular right-of-way, with a minimum diameter of one hundred ten (110) feet, or other arrangement for the turning of all vehicles conveniently within the right-of-way.   Where as if a school bus use is planned by the developer or if so deemed necessary by school policy or law of distance for pickup of school students, a 110 foot diameter or 55 foot radius with a paved are of 24 feet around the outer radius of the cul-de-sac and a 70 foot right-of-way with a solid sod center with a 2 foot gravel berm around paved radius shall be required.  Any unpaved portion of the cul-de-sac shall not be dedicated to the count and must be maintained by the developer or Property Owner Association.  There shall be no parking of any type of motorized vehicles nor may the placement of any object with be an impediment to snow removal. Mr. Franzman questions if Section 80.10.07 Standards of Design and Improvement for Subdivision, A Streets, 26, if the word “hillside” is mentioned. We no longer have a hillside subdivision, it’s just a subdivision.   Mr. Kunkel moved to strike the word “hillside” from this section, Mr. Brown second. 5-0

Section 80.10.07 Standards of Design and Improvement for Subdivision, B Streets in Hillside Subdivisions.   Mr. Franzman recommends to remove the word “hillside”. Mr. Kunkel moved that B should read; Streets in Subdivisions with Greater Than 20% Slope Meets These Requirements, Mr. Placke second.   After a brief discussion, Mr. Placke withdrew his second.  Mr. Brown made a motion to table this item, second by Mr. Kunkel.  5-0. 
Mr. Kunkel questioned the deadline to the Commissioners on the proposed CIC text.  Mrs. Davis said its March.  
Mr. Placke moved to continue the meeting on Wednesday, February 23, 2011, second by Mr. Steele.  Meeting continued at 9:10 p.m.
