AREA PLAN COMMISSION
March 16, 2011


The Area Plan Commission met on Wednesday, March 16, 2011 at 7:00 p.m. with the following members in attendance: John Steele, President; Bill Doig, Vice-President; Richard Placke, Denny Brown, Rick McMillin and Joe Jonas.  Also present were Tammy Davis, Commission Attorney; Larry J. Franzman, Executive Director; and Cindy C. Orschell, Recording Secretary.


Mr. Franzman submitted the board with a list of definitions for family.  After a long discussion on the definition of family.  Mr. Doig moved for the definition of family to be under Section 80.09.01, A;  a basic unit consisting of one or more parents and their children are considered a group whether dwelling together or not, second by Mr. Brown. 6-0 Concern was expressed about the transferor not having any children, could they include their siblings?  Mr. McMillin wanted to add; in the event there are no children their siblings may be exempted from this Section.  Mr. Doig rescinded his motion.  Mr. McMillin moved to insert definition of family under Section 80.09.01, A;  For the purposes of this Section family shall be defines as:  a basic social unit consisting of the transferor and their children are considered a group whether dwelling together or not; in the event the transferor has no children, their siblings may be exempted under this Section.  Mr. Brown questions using the word “shall” instead of “may”, because the meanings are different, may means its open to interpretation, shall means they have to.  Mr. McMillin has no problem with changing the word “may”  to “shall”.  Motion second by Mr. Jonas 6-0.  Section 80.09.01A, Family –  A basic social unit consisting of the transferor and their children are considered as a group whether dwelling together or not; in the event the transferor has no children, their siblings shall be exempted under this Section.  

Mr. McMillin moved to add under Section 80.08.08, F Private Lane Deed Disclosure; a, adding: Submission of a recorded site plan indicating compliance with this Code and recording the deed in compliance with the section shall be prerequisite for issuance of an improvement location permit, Mr. Jonas second. 6-0.


Mr. Franzman refers to Section 80.13 Definitions.   The definition of a Conditional Uses states Conditional Uses must be approved by the APC.  It needs to state its approved by the BZA.   Mr. McMillin moved to amend the definition of Conditional Use by removing the words “by the APC, they are” and replace with “as” in Section 80.06, second by Mr. Doig.  6-0.  Conditional Use – A conditional use is a permitted use, but with conditions placed on it.  Conditional uses must be approved as set forth in Section 80.06, “Conditional Uses” may be referred to as “Special Exception” in prior Franklin County zoning and subdivision ordinances, and in Indiana Code.  

Mr. Franzman also refers to the definition of Modular Home.  In the definition it says a modular home bears a seal, a modular home does not bear a seal.  Mr. Doig to change Section 80.13 Definitions, Modular Home by removing “which bears a seal certifying that it was built in compliance with Indiana Public Law 360, Acts of 1971.  The definition of a modular home shall not include mobile homes.  Modular home shall be regulated in the same manner as manufactured homes,”, second by Mr. Jonas.  6-0.  Read as follows: Modular Home – A single family dwelling unit, designed and built in a factory and installed as a permanent residence. 

Mr. Brown expresses his concern on Section 80.13, Definitions; for Recyclable Collection Center….see junk yard.  The board is open for a new definition of Recyclable Collection.  Mr. Brown is thinking a recycling center would be for paper, plastics, glass, etc.  Mr. Doig moved for the definition of Recyclable Collection Center to be as follows; A facility for the collection, separation, compaction, processing and storage of recyclable materials, second by Mr. Placke. 6-0

Mr. McMillin moved to make sure the Recyclable Collection Center is in alphabetical order, second by Mr. Steele. 6-0.


Mr. Mc Millin moved to have Solid Waste Transfer Station under Section 80.13 Definitions, to where it belongs alphabetically, Mr. Steele second. 6-0.

Mr. Franzman questions having a recycling center in a Residential zones.  After some discussion.  Mr. Doig moves to remove the definition of recycling center, second by Mr. Jonas. 6-0.


Mr. Doig was contacted by Mr. Gillespie, he was wanting him to speak to the County Commissioners on his behalf to hold off on adoption of the CIC text, due to him being out of town this week.   Mr. McMillin does not understand this and moved to submit the CIC text to the County Commissioners, no second.  Mr. Doig said the goal was to get the amendments to the Commissioners because they need to be considered.  We have till Wednesday to certify the text to the Commissioners and he felt both things would be to the Commissioners by Monday.  Mr. McMillin moved to certify the CIC text to the County Commissioners as soon as possible, Mr. Steele second. 6-0.  Mr. Doig moved to submit the concerns/recommendations/amendments to the County Commissioners, second by Mr. Jonas. 6-0.

Mr. McMillin moved to adjourn the meeting, second by Mr. Steele.  6-0.  Meeting adjourned at 9:41 p.m.
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
