John opened the meeting with the pledge of allegiance.

MINUTES: Rick McMillin motioned to approve the minutes, Joe Jonas 2nd.  AIF.  MC.

INCORPORATED TOWNS PROPOSED AMENDMENTS: Tammy presented the board with a written 
statement on her findings concerning the amendments the towns (excluding Laurel) have proposed to the APC.  
The board has 45 days to approve or disapprove the amendments and since the process of adoption by the towns 
is not complete the board remains in tact as it currently sits. Rick asked if the APC approves the amendments, is 
it automatically approved without the Commissioners input?  The IC does not state that the amendments go 
back to the Commissioners.  It was questioned changing the zone maps, it states such a proposal must be 
initiated by the APC, not by the legislative authorities under Section 602 (36-7-4-602).  John recommended to 
hear from the audience and to table the matter of voting on the amendments.  Stan Monroe questioned the 
process of annexation. Jim Suhre spoke concerning the amendments.   Bob O’Bryan, Town of Brookville board 
member feels 900 square foot sign is too big.  Karen Enneking from Oldenburg feels the towns are saying these 
aren’t going to work for us, and they should be considered.  Robert Braun spoke about his difficulty in 
enforcement for rules that they have adopted and having the county pay to enforce those specific rules.    Denny 
feels some of the code will be detrimental to the Town of Cedar Grove, we don’t want a 300 square foot sign in 
town.  Haroline Ison spoke of the voting on the CIC code and she wants the CIC code with the amendments. 
Marty Brunner feels if you have problems with your neighbors there are nuisance laws to take care of those 
problems.  C.J. Koerber speaks of the voting on the CIC code and doesn’t want to pay for the town’s restrictions.  
Ruthie Mannix questions if any of the restrictions the towns are asking for are more restrictive that the previous 
code. Joe Jonas feels what we are requesting in these amendments is not too far off from what our previous code 
had.  Daryl Kramer said amendment #2 is more restrictive.  Kate Greene questions these being suggestions 
instead of a written amendment.  Tammy points out that attached are exhibits A, B and C, but she agrees that 
are a couple of the amendments that need to be pinpointed on.  Discussion between Haroline Ison, Denny and 
Joe Jonas on the town and pets.  Tammy mentions Section 608 and 602 of the IC.   Jim Suhre asks Tammy to 
consider Section 607 of the IC regarding the zone maps on amendment # 17.  Tammy will consult with Brenda 
Wilhelm-Waggoner, Attorney for the Town of Brookville on the proposed amendments.  Chris Rains questions 
the process.  Tammy replies after the APC disapproves the amendments, the towns have 45 days after our 
certification of our disapproval to affirm their action.  
ANR EXTENSION EDUCATOR: John read a letter from Bill Doig, ANR Extension Educator.  His concerns 
are, as an APC we need to understand the process related to the zoning code and amendments ; what date 
should the APC expect amendments from the Commissioners; is it a request that it is either approve all 17 
amendments or nothing at all or do we have a chance to approve or disapprove each amendment proposed by 

the Towns;  and IC 36-7-4-208 requires an ANR Extension Educator to be on the Area Plan Commission.
